through them I have grown to appreciate more and more the holiness of Fr. Justin, and most of all I have felt the

INTRODUCTION  

1. The following prayers may be used for various devotional exercises assigned to 

different hours of the day as indicated by the various intentions in the first 
part.  
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2. Whoever would like to use them for a daily prayer life should select the ones 
deemed more c onvenient for personal or community use after a careful 

reading.   

3. Some of them could be read only once, just as a means of instruction. Others 

should be read at least once a week to renew and strengthen spiritual 
intentions. Others should be read every day, since they are real nourishment 

for the spirit.  

4. The prayers und er the title of ñCanticles,ò are appropriate for private Holy 

Hours of Adoration as well as those in community. The ones under the title of 
ñNocturnes,ò are exclusively for private use.  

5. The general acts of religion should be repeated every day. Offerings of the 
Most Precious Blood must be made every day. Since they are so necessary, I 

do not want anyone to dispense with these Offerings, not even for a single day.  

6. The great abundance of formulas should persuade us to select them wisely and 
to vary them oft en. We do not encourage the multiplication of vocal prayers, 

especially for community devotional exercises. Except for Holy Week, vocal 
prayers should never consist of more than three short chapters.  

7. In the group of prayers to the Virgin Mary, there is no  mention of the joyful 
mystery of her Visitation. I intend to dedicate a major section to the Perpetual 

Visitation of Mary to the souls in a follow -up of this series of devotional 
books. [1]   

8. In general, every chapter could be used as a pious Eucharistic interlude before 
or after communion, as well as during Holy Hours of Adoration and for 

meditation.   

9. What is recommended and what is desired from all those who use this book is 

that, just as  every Psalm is concluded with the Glory be to the Father, so, both 
in private and community prayer, every chapter be concluded with the follow 

prayerò  

10. O my God and my all, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may your will be done, your 
love reign and your glory  shine always more in me and in everyone, as in 

yourself, O my God and my All!   

ENTERING THE TEMPLE [2]  

1. O Infinite Love, God the Father, be merciful to me, a sinner! Make me worthy 
of you!  Make me one with you! Unite me to you forever!  

2. O Infinite Love, God the Son, be merciful to me, a sinner! Make me worthy of 
you! Make me a part of you! Unite me to you forever!   

3. O Infinite Love, God the Holy Spirit, be merciful to me, a sinner! Make me 
worthy of you! Make me a part of you! Unite me to you forever!   

4. O my Eucharistic Jesus! O God present here, O God with us! May you rejoice 
always in the Father, with the Holy Spirit, that by you and through you, with 

you and in you, my soul is united to the  Blessed Trinity.  

5. O my Eucharistic Jesus! O my God present here! O God with us! Unite me 
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perfectly to your Adoration, Thanksgiving and Intercession, so that I may 
achieve Divine Union.   

6. O my Eucharistic Jesus! O my God present here! O God with us! Make me , 
together with you, one host of sacrifice to the Trinity, and a sacrament for 

souls that they may achieve our goal, namely, Divine Union.   

7. O Infinite Love, God the Father, here I am! Through Your Divine Truth and the 

Virgin Mary, make me always more like Jesus, Your Incarnate Word!   

8. O Infinite Love, God the Father and God the Son, here I am! Through your 

Divine Charity and the Virgin Mary, make me, always and forever, more like 
your Holy Spirit!   

9. O Infinite Love, God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit, here I  am! For your Glory 
and through the Virgin Mary, make me always and forevermore, a perfect

Chapter 1 -  LIFE OF PRAYER  

To the Glory of the Most Blessed Trinity in the Divine Will!  

LIFE BEGINS  

1.  Here begins the life of prayer and the prayer of life of a poor human bein g 

(alas, too human) who found favor with the Lord, and through his most 
merciful love, was chosen to be wholly his.  
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2.  In the Communion of Saints, he was given the privilege of making his own the 
spiritual wealth of the heavenly and earthly worlds, becaus e of the reality of 

that supernatural life that flows within the holy Catholic Church on earth, in 
purgatory, and in heaven.  

3.  In the Holy Family, he saw the highest relationships with God to which a human 

being may be elevated: the relationship of child  of God, seen in Jesus, the 
Incarnate Word; the relationship of Mother of God, in Mary Immaculate; and, 

the relationship of Spouse of God in Saint Joseph.  

4.  In the Divine Trinity ï indwelling in the soul of the just through grace ï he saw 

the beginning a nd the end of his vocation to life, to faith and holiness: Divine 
Union with the Divine Nature and Persons.  

5.  The Catholic Church, the Holy Family, and the Blessed Trinity, placed him on an 

on-going journey of progressive consecrations: from virtue to hig her virtue, 

from one level of perfection to a higher one, and from an intimate relationship 
with the Lord to a more intimate one.  

6.  To pass through these, he needed to allow himself to be filled with the spirit of 

faith, the spirit of prayer and the spir it of penance (in truth, these are not three 
spirits, but rather the three - fold effect of the action of the unique Sanctifying 

Spirit.)  

7.  In this Spirit, he sought the perfection of humility, purity and charity. The spirit 

of faith generates humility; the  spirit of penance preserves purity; the spirit of 
prayer nurtures charity.  

8.  He enjoyed beauty in God; he was ever sweet and kind with his neighbor; he 

was ever firm with himself (beauty being the result of humility; sweetness the 
result of charity; firm ness the result of purity!).  

9.  With total fidelity, openness, and generosity, he followed the inspirations of 
grace, the directives of the Church and his own vocation.  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may your will be done, 

your love  reign, your glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, as in 
yourself, O my God and my All!  

 

TO THE FUTURE FRIEND  

1.  Through the following prayers, every pure spirit and every great heart can 
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foresee the special relationship to which, in his life of grace, that poor human 
being [2] (alas, too human) was most mercifully called.  

2.  So that you may not be confused, O pure  spirit, O great heart of my future 

friend, think of the three relationships of the Holy Family, keeping in mind that 
there can be but one ñFilius Deiò (Son of God), and there can be but one 

ñMater Deiò (Mother of God. 

3.  All souls, as they are called to h oliness, for the very reason that they have been 

called to life and to faith, so too they can aspire in their sanctification to the 
relationship of ñspouse of God.ò 

4.  Not everyone understands, however, because they do not obey the Gospel. To 

enter into in timacy with the Lord, one must obey the whole Gospel, with the 
truthfulness of faith, spurred on by charity, and living a life of good works 

called for by oneôs own religious obligations.  

5.  I would like the following prayers not to be used as pure formul as; we have 

enough formulas in the catechism and in the liturgy. I would like them to be 
used as meditative readings, or, even better, for spiritual study.  

6.  Are these mental or vocal prayers? I do not know. Vocal prayer, to be true 

prayer, must also be mental; and every mental prayer must somehow be vocal 

also in order to be complete.  

7.  They are divided into verses in the manner of the psalms, as if they were 
stanzas. As a matter of fact, they heavily reflect some aesthetical laws of the 

interior rhyth m from whichéthe human spirit could not or would not want to 
refrain itself?  

8.  (O how beautiful was the act of the one who was born a poet [3] , but in this 
world he renounced writing poet ry, in order to make of his life a poem which 

could be sung by some beautiful angel in Heaven: the only feast of glory! The 
only court of love!)  

9.  I wish that you might capture the particular truth or principle contained in every 

verse, and that ascetical  practice that derives from it. Most of all, I wish you to 
take from every verse an example of how to assimilate the whole exterior and 

interior world in your prayer life.

6.  You, who from every corner of the world pray the ñOur Father,ò come let us 
build together that grand Kingdom of God. Let us together glorify the Holy 

Name of God! Let us fulfill his will, striving on earth for the perfection of 
charity, the perfection of that  Divine Union which reigns in heaven.  

7.  You who participate in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass and offer Jesus, come, let 
us praise the Lord for his goodness, let us make reparation for every sin, with 

the voice of the Blood of Jesus, with the price of th e Blood of Jesus!  

8.  You, who receive Holy Communion, come to the Divine Union, to the nuptials of 
the spirit, the spiritualization of your entire bring by sanctifying grace.

1.  The first Divine Words resound throughout all creation: ñLet there be light.ò 
They are engraved in our minds and hearts in a vibrant manner, and we live 

them in our need for light and heart.  

2.  This divine need causes in us a divine anguish and leads us t o the springs of 
light; it is really a divine need because it is impressed by God in the soul and 

leads the soul to God!  

3.  This is the Gospel ï God is light and there is no darkness in him! Even before 

the revelation that God is love, it is revealed to us  and we must know that God 
is truth.  

4.  Without the divine being of truth, there cannot be the divine being of love; as 

without the sun there can be no warmth, as without the Father there can be no 

Son, so without the Father and the Son there can be no Ho ly Spirit.  

5.  After the deviation of original sin, all the need for light is turned to discovery, 
possession and enjoyment of material and intellectual light, but the need for 

true spiritual light remains unfulfilled.  

6.  O Lord, you have marked us with th e light of your Face. In every soul, O Lord, 

there is a mark of the light of your Face. This explains why everyone turns to 
his equal as to the real light!  

7.  This is not, however, the light of your Face, O Lord, not the light that is you, 

yourself, uncreated, infinite light! All the light of human faces, all the splendor 
of the angels is but a spark of the light of your Face! They are not the light that 

you are, as they are not you!  

8.  That is why in its need for light, my heart has repeated and made  its own ñLet 

there be light!ò and has directed the soul to seek and contemplate the light of 
your Divine Face.  

9.  I seek your Face! O Lord, I long to see your Face. Let there be light: Fiat lux! 

Let your light shine on us. May its brightness enlighten us ! Do not hide your 
Face from me!

1.  Darkness covered the earth and it was night! The darkness of the powers of 

hell, the darkness of human illusion created a deep night in the soulé! It is 

during the night that all wild beasts come out of their dens to devastate Godôs 
Creation!  

2.  There is something shining in the night! All the thousands of fireflies, however, 

are not sufficient to produce one hour of dawn. All the myriad of stars is not 
sufficient to give us the brightness of one day! All the books and all peopl e 

cannot replace my God!  

3.  There is plenty of grain in the fields. There is plenty of flour in the mills. There 

is plenty of bread in the cupboard, yet I am starvingéGive me my bread! 
Likewise, in the treasury of Mother Church there are all the truths of faith! Who 

will give me the Bread of Life?  

4.  Even during the night all the truths of faith shine in the heavens of my soul, but 
they are not sufficient to fire me up with fervor. They are too far from me! 

They must come down to my sphere; at least one of them should dazzle me 
with its light!  

5.  My sun is needed! It may be smaller than many other stars, but it is the closest 
to me; and for me it is the greatest of all the stars, it is the most useful of all 

beings. The stars attract me with explicit and spe cific acts of faith. I have my 
sun!  

6.  My sun is that truth or group of many truths that enlighten my way from the 

beginning to the end. It attracts me and charms me to stay my course among 

all the angels in perfect union with the Church. It is my Vocation !  

7.  For me, my sun is what kills all the microbes and parasites and forces all the 
wild beats back to their dens; it sprouts all my seeds, spreads all my branches, 

opens all my flowers, and ripens all my fruits. O Union with Mary!  

8.  My sun is what dispel s every shadow from my mind and melts the coldness of 

my heart; it clothes me with its light and absorbs me in its splendor and ardor, 
making me radiant. O Union with Jesus in the Eucharist!  

9.  My sun  is what contains, in its shining rays, every beautiful color, every 

sweetness of what we taste, every tender sound, and shares them with me in a 
feast like paradise.

1.  Let there be light! Your light,  O my God, over me! May my soul be free of every 
shadow and doubt!

human miseries. May I apprec iate and make my own the esteem and love that 
every human being deserves in You, because of You, in light of the great 

esteem and love that You have for him.  

7.  Let there be light over the Divine Scriptures! May I receive, understand and 

assimilate all th e revelations of Your glory, all the messages of Your love, all 
the expressions of Your will contained in them! May I be a living summary of all 

Scriptures!  

8.  Let there be light over Mother Church, over the glories and treasures of Her 
Unity and Holiness,  over Her Catholicity and Apostolicity, over Her Liturgy and 
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Sacraments; may I be Her good subject, soldier and minister ï not a prodigal 
son.  

9.  Let there be light on the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph and on my 

Angel in whose company I must live and die. Even more, let there be light on 
Your own Divine Trinity, which I must glorify, and with whom I must lovingly 

and ineffably be united both in Your own self, and in Your presence in all souls.

6. To the glory and love of all the consecrations of the saints, of their manifestations of 

love for God, and of their deaths, so precious in the eyes of God.  
7. To the increase of habitual divine grace in the soul; and to the increase of the soulôs 

cooperation with all actual graces, and, to the increase of the Spirit in vocational 

efforts.  
8. We consecrate our time with these intentions for a m ore complete enjoyment of peace 

and joy, two fruits of the Holy Spirit [2] .  
9. We consecrate our time in union with our Guardian Angels, Saint Joseph, the Virgin 

Mary, the Seven Spirits Assi sting at the Throne of God [3] , and with the saints of the 

day.  
10. O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may your will be done, your love

7.  I believe in Jesus Christ, our Teacher and Ruler, our Priest and Victim, our Head 
and Mediator, Son of God the Father through the work of the Holy Spirit and 

Mary.  

8.  I believe in the Holy Catholic Church as my Mother,  and as the true family [3] and 

Mystical Body of Jesus Christ [4] , which is vivified by the grace of the Holy Spirit 
and is the Kingdom of Heaven and Dwelling Place of the Holy Trinity one earth.  

9.  I believe, O my God! Grant me the supreme perfection of Faith; grant that I 

may live and radiate it all around me; grant that I may constantly perform 

explicit and particular acts of Faith; grant that I may receive all the vital 
influence of every article of Faith [5] !  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may in me and in 
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everyone, as in Yourse lf, O my God and my All!

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! With Your grace, I long for 
You with complete enthusiasm and desire; from You, I expect nothing less than 

Your own Self, with all the certainty of Hope [6] . 

2.  You have revealed to me Your Nature of Infinite Goodness, so that I may 
understand how infinitely you spread Your goodness, thus infinitely

4.  You h ave revealed to me Your Infinite Mercy, which places at my disposal all 

the treasures of the Grace of Redemption amassed for me in the Blood of 

Christ.

5.  So many times You have shown me Your Infinite Fidelity; with Your infallible 
word Y ou have made and confirmed the Divine Promises of Eternal Life. I do 

hope!  

6.  You are the One who ordains all things to the good of the Elect, and You have

7.  You move heaven and earth for me; You want all the Angels and Saints to take 

an interest in me; in their brotherly hearts and in the motherly heart of my

in me and in everyone. Your Hope brings consolation for every pain and the 

revival of all my strength, through the merits of Jesus Christ. I do hope!

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LOVE[7]  

1.  O my God ï Jesus, O my God ï Trinity and my All! I adore You in the 

Commandment of Love [8] with which You call me to love You with all my heart, 

with all my mind, with all the strengths of mind and heart, with all my soul!  

2.  O my God and my All, I do want to love You as You  desire! O my God and my 
All, I want to love You as You deserve! For all the good that You desire and 

grant me, and most of all for all the good that You are in Your own Self!  

3.  More than love you, I adore you, O God -Creator, O God -Savior, O God -

Sanctifie r, Because You are worthy to be loved infinitely. More than love You, I 
adore you, O God the Father, O God the Son, O God the Holy Spirit, because 

you are worthy in Your own Self to be loved infinitely!  

4.  I love and adore You, O my God -Jesus, my King and my Leader, my Teacher 
and my Father, my Brother and Friend, my Sacrifice and Sacrament, my Heart 

and Life, my Paradise and my All.  

5.  I love and adore You, O my God -Jesus, Infinite Beauty of the Incarnate 

Wisdom! I love and adore You, O my Jesus, Infinite Sweetness of the Incarnate 
Love. I love and adore You, O my God -Jesus, supreme revelation and 

communication of the Blessed Trinity.  

6.  I love and adore You while uniting myself to You, O my God and my All, in all

9.  Make me a mastery of love, a book of love, a song of love, a wound of love, a 

flame of love, a sacrifice of love, and a union of love.

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PRUDENCE[9]  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! O prime Author and Model of 

every virtue, grant that I may receive the divine infusion of the virtue of 

Prudence, and all its enduring growth, through the Sacraments and progressive 
levels of Your divine grace.  

2.  O my Lord, grant that I may never follow the false prudence of sinners and evil 

ones, and that I may never be satisfied with the imperfect prudence common 
to both the good and bad; grant that I may live in that perfect prudence which

8.  O my God, grant to every soul the prudence necessary for the individualôs 
welfare; be even more generous with it for those who are entrusted with the 

common good, in the family, the army, the government, and in all of human 
society.  

9.  Grant that we  may be well prepared, and that we may receive and follow the 
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impulse of the Holy Spirit in His gift of Counsel. Grant that we may enjoy the 
beatitude of the merciful with that reverence which is always beneficial and 

assures a pleasant outcome.

material or moral good that is due, and to do this without any transgression or 
omission.  

7.  Grant that, in the perfection of Christian Piety, I may render due honor and 
assistance to my parents and my country; grant that, in the  perfection of 

observance, I may feel and exhibit internal devotion and external reverence 
toward all those in authority, according to the importance of the office.  

8.  Grant me the perfection of obedience to my superiors, and the perfection of 

gratitude to  all my benefactors. Grant that I may be capable and willing to 
repay with every greater generosity and affection.  
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9.  Grant me the perfection of truthfulness in whatever pertains to the truth, the 
perfection of courtesy relative to customs, and the perfection of generosity 

regarding the proper use of means, and of fairness as the supreme rule in the 
observance of written law.  

10.  O my God and my allé 

 

FORTITUDE [11]  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, So and Holy Spirit, in virtue of the merits of the 

Most Precious Blood of Jesus Christ that I offer Yo u, grant that in the perfection

own strength, cowardice and narrow -mindedness, inflexibility and 
incompetence, and desire or delight in earthly glory.  

6.  Grant that, for Your greater glory, I may long for, tend to, and reach out for the 

greatest honors in Your Kingdom, with the perfection of loving kindness, as is 
proper for the creature whom you have elevated to be a minister, one of the 

elect, a son and a spouse.  

7.  Grant that, for Your greater glory, I may long for, tend to, and realize great 

works in Your Kingdom, with the perfection of bounteousness, as is proper for 
one who has at his disposal all the treasures of Your Divine Providence.  

8.  Grant that I may overco me all the hindrances caused by sadness and 

calamities, as well as the fear of suffering, which are obstacles to the practice 
of good in the perfection of patience and gentleness, as well as trust and 
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confidence.  

9.  Grant that I may overcome all external d ifficulties with the perfection of 
constancy, and that I may remain, with the perfection of Final Perseverance, 

firm in my duties -not withstanding any difficulties ïalways fulfilling them until 
death takes me.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

TEMPERANCE[12]  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit,  in virtue of the merits of the 
Most Precious Blood of Jesus Christ that I offer to You, grant and increase in 

me the perfections of Moderation.  

2.  O my God, for the glory of Your infinite Purity, grant that I may be a worthy

5.  My Lord, grant that I may be wholly unyielding in my modesty in each and 
every internal or external act. Grant that I may radiate the splendor of spiritual 

beauty, with abstinence and moderation, chastity and virginity.  

6.  Grant that I may be able to cont rol completely every impulse to excel by means 

of the virtue of Holy Humility, every desire for knowledge with a continuing 
need to study, all external acts with modesty, and every angry impulse with 

meekness and compassion.  

7.  Grant that I may constantly be watchful in prayer, and, that I may continually 
practice mortification of the sense, detachment of heart and self -denial, so that 

I may be victorious over lust and every seduction.  

8.  Grant that I may remain immune to every lustful weakness under the pretense 

of innocence, every sin of gluttony under the guise of caring for oneôs health, 
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every sin of anger, even under the pretense of zeal.  

9.  O my God! Free me from all blindness and rashness, impulsiveness and mental 
inconstancy; free me from all egoti stical love and hatred of what is holy, from 

love of this present life, and from the fear of the future; free me from 
dangerous sentimentalism.

CHAPTER 7 EVANGELICAL COUNSELS  

EVANGELICAL COUNSELS [1]  

POVERTY 

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! I have consecrated myself to 
Your Love, and through Your grace, I feel the need for greater imitation and 

closer union with You.  

2.  But first of all, O my Lord, I must renounce whatever hinders imitation and 
union with You, and, with the grace of Your love, I hope to do it even more 
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generously!  

3.  Grant that may always be more attracted You; grant that I may give all of 
my self to You, so that I may receive all from You! Grant that I may be 

completely possessed by You and that I may possess You as much as possible.  

4.  So that I may possess You and may be possessed by You, I renounce every 

earthly possession, now and in the f uture, In the Spirit of the Poverty of the 
Cross, I renounce all eternal and internal ownership.  

5.  I renounce every kind of possession, even the Spiritual benefits which are mine 

to give, and I place everything in the hands of the Virgin Mary and St. Jose ph.  

6.  As far as possible, I desire and intend to renounce my very self, so that I may 

be totally possessed by Your Divine Persons, as was the human nature in the 
Person of Jesus.  

7.  The best use I can make of Living beings is not to use them at all. Grant  that in 

the spirit of penance, prudence, and wisdom, I may practically embrace ï as I 
truly would want ï this non -use of Your Living Creations.  

8.  Grant that I may reduce to a minimum the use of those things considered 
necessary. O my God and my all, gran t that in the use of necessities I may rely 

on the choice and taste of others more than my own.  

9.  As I adore with love Your more than motherly Providence, which is divinely 
watchful over my needs and wants, so I embrace with love the joyful Privation 

of e ven lifeôs necessities.  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your Will be done, 

Your love reign, Your Glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, as in 
Yourself, O my God and my All!  

 

CHASTITY [2]  

1.  O my God and my All! I believe and adore the divine exigency of Your infinite 

Love, which demands that I neither search, find, nor enjoy any pleasure but in 
You, otherwise, my heart would turn from You.  

2.  I believe and adore the divine exigency of Your Infinite Love, which wants to 
transform me into Your likeness, O infinite Spirit ual One. You love me and You 

desire that I be united to You, even though I am only a poor soul in a poor 
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body.  

3.  O my God and my All! I completely renounce all pleasures of the senses and the 
flesh, since they are what steal the hearts of men more than an ything else, 

and alienate and corrupt them.  

4.  O Purity. O Purity. O Purity -Joseph! O Purity -Mary! O Purity -Jesus! I consecrate 

myself to You! O Purity -God-Father, O Purity -God-Son, O Purity -God-Holy 
Spirit, I consecrate myself to You! O Purity -Angels, O Purity -Saints, O Purity of 

Divine Perfection, I consecrate myself to You!  

5.  O my Lord, I promise to avoid any mortal or venial sin and every near occasion 
of sin; likewise, I promise to observe all those cautions that the Saints have 

found most effective in preserving one -self from any taint of sin.  

6.  In the meantime I want and must avoid any active or passive contact with 

bodies, unless it is absolutely necessary. I will not write nor read romantic 
novels; I will not repeat nor listen to irreverent news.   

7.  I want and must make myself immune to any active or passive inclination which 

springs from and is nurtured by the sens3e, I want and must condemn any 
feeling which is not a pure expression of the higher realities of the Spirit rather 

than base, inferi or ones.  

8.  I want and must behave myself, externally and internally, with the greatest 

reverence and modesty, serenity and joy, as if at that everlasting liturgy in the 
courts of Your glorious love, O my Divine Trinity, dwelling in me, the 

companion of An gels and Saints.  

9.  In a very special way, however, I want and must attain and develop intimacy 

with Jesus, Mary and Joseph, my immaculate family, I want and must amass 
and practice, as far as my heart is able, all tenderness of Love in the Humanity 

of Jes us.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

OBEDIENCE  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! You do not want to give 
others the glory of being the Beginning and End of all, and yet, You have given 

me freedom in Your image and likeness I adore You!  
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2.  I offer You all my freedom; I offer You, in sacrifice, the deficiency of my 
freedom. I consecrate to You all my needs, in union with the Divine Freedom of 

Your Will.  

3.  O my God, You are the Beginning and the End of my entire being I want You to 
t be the Beginning and End of my every internal and external actions. May 

everything that I do for Your glory!  

4.  With You grace, O Divine Will, I consecrate myself to ever more perfect 

obedience, and to every revelation of You, as seen in the Church and the Holy 
Family, through union with the Divine Trinity!  

5.  O Obedience, Obedience! Holy Obedience -Church Militant, Holy Obedience -

Church Suffering, Holy Obedience -Church Triumphant, I consecrate myself to 
You! O Obedience of Joseph, O Obedience of Mary, O Obedience of Jesus, I 

consecrate myself to You.  

6.  For Your glory, I seek, as I certainly should, more perfect obedience of mind, 

heart and action, to every Canonical, Liturgical and Civil law, and to t he Rule 
Directory of my religious Family.  

7.  I desire, as I certainly should, with Your grace, more perfect obedience to my 

Vocation and the inspirations guided and approved by my Spiritual Director.  

8.  With Your grace, I desire, as I should, that in acce pting events and responding 

to my neighborôs needs, I recognize Your Will, and not my own, in all that is 
said or done to me.  

9.  O Divine Will of God, the Father, I wan to be one with You! O Divine Will of God, 

the Son, I want to be one with You! O Divine  Will of God, the Holy Spirit, I 

want to be one with You! In union with Your Sacred heart, O Incarnate Word, 
who became obedient unto death [3] !  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

MORTIFICATION  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, son and Holy Spirit, to You alone is due the 

supreme act of adoration [4] ; the sacrifice! I  unite myself with Jesus in the 
Eucharist in offering to You the immaculate, perpetual, universal sacrifice which 

is fitting and which is Yours by Divine Right.  
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2.  I thank You through the Holy Eucharist for a body, heart and spirit capable of 
suffering, a nd even more for having given me the joy and pleasure of being 

able to suffer for You according to the example, teaching and sacrificial 
principle of Jesus.  

3.  Even more, I thank You because you have made me understand that the best 

use I can make of my bo dy is that of offering it to You as a holocaust upon the 
Cross, uniting it with the sacrifice of Jesus in the Eucharist.

5.  I pledge myself, in holy faith, to the most rigorous mortification of my five 
senses, especially, sight and touch, as well as speech, and, most of all, my 

intellect and will.  

6.  I pledge myself to mortifying my heart by not allowing myself any desire, 

acceptance or enjoyment of any pleasure of the senses.  

7.  I pledge myself to mortification by renouncing everything that I could possess; 
likewise, I pledge myself to detachment from union with creatures, and the 

denial of every mental desire for what is not a real need.  

8.  I pledge myself to seeking and suffering any possible humiliation in my life and 

work; in a special way, I pledge myself to cultivating and deepening holy, just 
and  due contrition.  

9.  O my God, with the grace of Your Spirit of the Cross, I resolve to live always in 

the practice of some form of abnegation, mortification or punishment, so that I 

may never stray from the royal way of the Sacred Heart!  

10.  O my God and m y Aé 

 

PRAYER[5]  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! I believe that because of the 
infinite love which You have for me, You have given me the law of constant 

prayer.  

2.  In order to make my interior life an image and likeness of the eternal, infinite, 

grand co nversation of love, which is Your Word in the Holy Spirit, You want me 
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in constant prayer.  

3.  In order to have me directed to You alone and committed to You, to give me 
continually signs and proofs of love, gifts and expressions of love, You want me 

consta ntly in prayer.  

4.  In order to conform to Your Will, O my Lord and my Love, I consecrate myself 

to the knowledge and practice of mental prayer; grant that I fully possess all 
the methods of Your saints, and that I may know how to grasp them for my

7.  I pledge myself to elevate every material thing or deed to a  spiritual level, 

consecrating and sacramentalizing, everything by the Sign of the Cross and 
through the invocation of the blessed names of the Holy Family and the 

Blessed Trinity.  

8.  I pledge myself to frequent acts of union with the Church Militant, Suff ering and 

Triumphant, with the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph, with Your Divine

Holy Spirit.  

9.  Grant that my entire life may be filled with the spirit of prayer; grant tha t in my 

real and habitual intentions and dispositions, I may be in continual 
conversation with You.

LABORIOSITY [6]  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! I adore You in Your Divine

2.  Since life must be consumed, and with the passing of time all creatures 
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deteriorate, I want my life consumed in Your sacred fire, in the Holy Family, in 
the Church, and in the service of God and souls.

8.  In ñlaboriosity,ò I shall do my Purgatory on earth, so that I may be admitted 
into Heaven soon after my death. In ñlaboriosity,ò I will find my earthly 

Paradise as a continuous anticipation and foretaste of the celestial Paradise.  

9.  O my God, grant that all my prayers may be Cherubic acts in knowing You, 
Seraphic acts in loving You, and Apostolic acts in making you known and loved; 

grant that my prayer may belike a well planned work in its objective, a decisive 

battle against the enemy.

SERVICE 

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, in imitation of and union 
with Our Lord Jesus Christ, who in the Incarnation assumed the form of a 

servant [8] , grant that I may be the servant of all.  

2.  May I be all things to all men [9] , in order to attract and unit e all men to You, 

and to serve them all in their relationships with You, that I may be an image 
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and likeness of You for all men, O my God and my All.  

3.  With this in mind, I consecrate myself to be a servant of the whole Church 
servant of the Angels, serva nt of the Saints, servant of the souls in Purgatory,

6.  What is the deepest need that should be met, the greatest desire that should be 
satisfied, for mankind, for the clergy, and the Church, if not for a saint and a 

priest, essential to every soul an d to every work?  

7.  With You grace, I consecrate myself to spending my life doing everything 
possible to engender in myself and those You choose, this divine vocation of 

universal service.  

8.  Grant me the perfection of this extraordinary spirit of humility  and love, this 

effort and commitment to universal service, this ministration of mercy and 
love.  

9.  Grant that I may unite myself to You and become like You, O my Jesus in the 

Eucharist. You made Yourself all things to all men: Teacher and Friend, Son 
Vict im and Food; You have given everything to all men: Name, Blood, Heart, 

Value and Life.  

10.  O my God and my Allé

the effects of love within us!  

5.  O, how this fervor and this union propels and urges the soul on the journey of 

consecrations and immolations, sanctifications and determination!  

6.  You command that I set my heart on this charism, in unio n with those who 

possess it, Your dearest and most loving Saints, and Your closest and most 
loving Angels!  

7.  I can and must emulate this charism. Thanks to Your gracious generosity, I wan 

to emulate it, since You have already begun granting it to me, O my  sweet 

Love!  

8.  I want to advance on this more excellent path, since You have placed me on it 
and have carried me in Your arms and in Your heart, and propelled me on by 

Your Spirit!  

9.  O my Holy Love, grant me this charism of love, since Your grace grants  me the 

appreciation of it and the desire for it more than any other charism with which 
You have favored Your Saints!  
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10.  Grant it to me, O my sweet Love, in perfect obedience to Your Commandment 
of Love for God and neighbor, in which is summed up the whol e Law [11] . 

11.  Your sinless law enfolds all souls, imparts wisdom to Your children brings 

peace to those who love it. O grand peace!  

12.  Love is the guardian of Your law, love is the ful fillment of Your law, love is 

You, since You are total Love!  

13.  Blessed ids the man whom You, Yourself, have taught! Place the law of Your 
Love in my mind! Place it in my heart! Pleace it in my innermost being!  

14.  I will ponder then the wonders of Your l aw, which are the wonders of beauty, 
sweetness, greatness and harmony.  

15.  This law of Yours I seek in every book, in every lesson, from You, the Divine 

Author, from You, the Divine Teacher, let it fill me according to Your Word!  

16.  I want to keep this la w of Yours in my mind, my heart, my life my neighbor 

and myself. O grant that I may be fully blessed with it, according to Your 
Promise.  

17.  Write the words of this law on my heart, O Divine Spirit, finger of the Fatherôs 

right hand, molder of the human he art!  

18.  I will ask for this teaching from Your servants from the Angels who are so 

close to you and who spend their lives loving You!  

19.  I will ask for this Divine Love from the Blessed Virgin, whom you have made 
Mother of Your knowledge, and consequently, Mother of Divine Love.  

20.  I strongly fear that no word will be able to arouse my heart, if You Yourself do 

not speak Your word to my soul in that secret part of my heart.  

21.  Your Divine Word of Ineffable Love resounds in my soul, and my ent ire being 

will be moved: it will cry, tremble, burn and melt!  

22.  Speak to me Your Divine Word of Ineffable Love, in that great peace, that 
immense silence of Eternity, of Your Infinity!  

23.  Let us go into the wilderness to converse together, O my Divine L ove -  in the 
most inaccessible desert, in the most hidden cave, there we will converse 

undisturbed, aloneé 
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24.  At the very core of my being, where no one can go, not even the angels ï but 
only I and You ï only You and I ï we will talk together, alone and 

undisturbedé 

25.  If it were possible, You could take me by the hand and lead me far away from 
this earth, to those distant heavens, where not even the light reaches.  

26.  Where there is neither the light of the sun nor stars but where You can show 
me Your D ivine Light, O my Divine Beauty, O my God, O my God!  

27.  There is no reality greater than You ï and Your Love for me! Beyond all truth, 

beyond life ï You are ï and You love me ï O my God, O my God!  

28.  I do not dare say that I love You, because it does not  seem true in face of the 

truth of Your love; whether I love You or not, You know the truth ï I believe 
that I love You!  

29.  I am extremely happy that You love me, and I would enjoy it infinitely, if only 

I had an infinite capacity ï I will certainly enjoy  it eternally, since You have 
made me immortal!  

30.  Your Immortal Love has made me immortal, and my immortality tells me of 
the immortality of Your Love! God of my heart!  

31.  I am extremely happy that You love me and that You have revealed Your love 

to me in so many ways, and made me feel it in my heart ï and that You keep 
repeating it to me!  

32.  Thank You, Lord, for making me understand that my creation is only the first 
kiss that You have given me, and with it You have given me a life, a soul, your 

grace.  

33.  That was the first time that You called me! Where was I then? I did not know, 
nor will I ever be able to know, because I simply was not!  

34.  I must have been somewhere, somehow, since You called me and I answered. 
I came out before You, since You had called me!  

35.  Where was I? I was in You; I was in You from all eternity! I cannot understand 

this mystery, but I am very pleased with it ï it is the mystery of Your Love!  

36.  Since I was in You, in Your thought, in Your Love when You called me, why did 

You call me if I was already in You ï maybe to hide me outside Yourself?  



37.  You cannot send me out of You ï I have never been for even one moment 
away from You ï nor could I be. O how sweet it is to think of it, to know it, to 

say it to You and to me!  

38.  Why did You call me? Did You call me in order to cherish me, in order to give 
me another form of life that You had not as yet given to me?  

39.  So, that was what You called me! To what form of life? Oh, if I could only 
understand the life that You intended t o give me and that You actually gave me 

in my creation!  

40.Making me what I am, my nature and my person, at the same time You 
elevated me to Your Nature and Persons!  

41.  You called me to Your Own Life, to union with Your Nature, to friendship and 
intimacy with Your Divine Persons and all this out of pure Love!  

42.  Only out of Your Love! I did not know You as yet, I could not pray to You, nor 

had I ever said to You: ñI love you ï I desire You ï I am Yours!ò 

43.  I could not do it now, if you had not first made me, elevated me to Yourself, 

and said to me: ñI love you ï I desire you ï I am Yours!ò  

44.  And this is what amazes me, that You love me and desire my existence! Oh, 
indeed You love me, You loved me even before I was!  

45.  What did you love back then? What can You love now that I am outside You 
that may be worthy of You? Oh, no my Love, it is not suitable for You, my 

Love, to love any other but Yourself, because there is  no being worthy of You ï 
even if this meant that I would not be loved by You!  

46.  I would not want You to love anyone outside of Yourself, because there is no 

being worthy of You ï even if this meant that I would not be loved by You!  

47.  This saddens and disturbs me! Since this is not the truth ï I cannot doubt Your 

love ï it is impossible that You do not love me!  

48.  It is impossible that You do not love Yourself, O my God! I see clearly how in 
me You have loved Yourself ï You have cherished and wanted Y ourself!  

49.  O how happy I am that You have loved me for Your own Self, otherwise, I 
would be seriously afraid that You would not love me anymore, that You would 

never have loved me!  



50.  Now, it is impossible for You not to love me ï it is necessary for Yo u to love

3.  I want to unite myself to all the intentions and dispositions of the deaths of the

3.  And when the silence of death is everywhere, may Your All -Powerful Word of

night of the Institution of the Eucharist, the night of Your Passion [2] !  

5.  Be pleased, each night, to renew my soul by sharing those mysteries of Your

under his influence and suffer his venomous attac ks, with his clutches penetrate my 

flesh and my heart.  
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4.  When this happens, the supernatural seems repulsive; prayer annoys me; self -
denial nauseates me; and, a sense of aversion makes me avoid your friends 

representatives!  

5.  When this happens a sense of  evil pervades all my senses, and through them, my 
mind; it permeates all my actions and attracts everyone as allies.  

6.  When this happens, I am open to all forms of anxiety; grave doubts gnaw away 
inside me; malice upsets me, rashness envelopes me, drowsi ness dulls me, and 

excitement exalts me.  

7.  I suffer so much! Your creature suffers in this state of animosity toward You! You, 
who created me, have mercy one me! I beg You, never consider or allow me to be 

Your enemy; I do not want to be Your enemy!  

8.  I am in danger! I have sinned through my own fault! I have gone over to the side 

of Your enemy and have allowed him to enter my being; now I risk falling totally 
under his power!  

9.  You, my God, I know too sell, can never approve or allow that such a thing m ay 

happen to me! I do not want you to be less holy Yourself, nor less jealous for me!  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your Will be done, Your 

Love reign, Your Glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, as in 
Yourself, O my Go d and my All!  

FORGIVE ME, LORD  

1.  O my God, I repent for my sins, as I should; I ask Your forgiveness for everything 
that displeases You and every offense, in particular. With all my being, I would really 

like to die with perfect contrition.  

2.  Lord God of Heaven and earth, so many times and for so long, I have been in 
opposition to You. I have wounded Your Heart so badly; I have been worse than an 

enemy and a betrayer. Forgive me!  

3.  Lord God of the Angels and Saints, I have obstructed, distorted and ruined the 

work of Your grace in me and in others; with the intrinsic malice of my sinful actions, 
I have attempted to kill You. Forgive me!  

4.  Lord God of Heaven and earth, I have preferr ed many other creatures to You! I 

have tried to find in others my rest and joy! I have behaved as if others were my 
beginning and end. Forgive me!  
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5.  Lord God of Heaven and earth, I have behaved as if others were my reward and 
inspiration. I have behaved a s if You were not my supreme good; even while serving 

You, I was following secondary goals. Forgive me!  

6.  O abyss of my nothingness! O abyss of Your all! O abyss of my malice and Your 
mercy! The nothingness against the All, and the All against the nothing ness!  

7.  Grant that I may see sin in the light of death and Your Judgment! In the burning 
fires of hell! In the radiance of Your Blood, and in the flames of Your Heart, flames of 

hatred for sin!  

8.  Grant that I may see my sins in the brilliance of Your Spi rit, Your Glory, Your Will 
and Your Love; grant that I may repent, with the suffering of all in Purgatory and the 

aching Heart of Jesus!  

9.  You pity me and hide from me all my evil in all its ugliness, because You know that 

I could not survive seeing it. A s a sign of Your forgiveness, grant that I may die with 
contrition!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

MY PART IN THE PASSION OF JESUS  

1.  You who have remained in our midst in a state of immolation,  as a sacrifice for our 
sins, grant that I may live and die with contrition and perfect love for You.  

2.  Forgive me for having abandoned You in Your sorrows, the agony of sweating 
blood, and the kiss of betrayal, the shameful arrest, and the rebukes at the  court 

trials.  

3.  Forgive me for having preferred a criminal to You and for having spit in Your face 
so many accusations about Your being insane, being a blasphemer, an impostor, and 

unworthy of living!  

4.  O that terrifying scourging, when with my savage i nstinct I blocked out the 

distressful cry of Your dear eyes and blood!  

5.  O the atrocities of the crowning with thorns, which were pressed into Your head 
without any pity and left there until Your death, without pulling out even one of 

them!  

6.  Forgive me for that heavy cross, the journey to Calvary under its weight, the 

bloody falls, the forced help, and that tearful last encounter!  
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7.  Forgive me for the crucifixion under the fierce eyes of the executioners and under 
Your motherôs eyes; the hours of agony, both Yours and Your motherôs; Your Fatherôs 

abandonment, and Your thirst for me!  

8.  What an interior passion and death You must feel seeing this treatment from the 
one whom You continue to love infinitely, with the eternal desire for communication 

and uni on!  

9.  Yes, Jesus, give me Your cross! Give me Your thorns and nails that they may cover 

me with painful wounds of love! Give me Your tears of blood and the agonies of Your 
heart!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

THEY WILL SEE THE ONE THEY HAVE PIERCED!  

1.  While rocks crumbled at Your death, my heart did not; it does not have one tear 
for Your thirst; Divine Justice does not spare You abandonment!  

2.  O Holy Love! May every heart melt on the tree of Your cross, on the rock of Your 
tomb, and may it lavish upon You, O my Crucified, all the perfumes of love and 

suffering!  

3.  I now kiss the wounds of Your hands, Your feet, and Your heart, with the kiss of  a 
soul that would like to close them with the power of a life of love.  

4.  Yet, Your wounds remain ever open to proclaim the infamy of my sins and the 
glory of Your patienceéòThus have I been wounded in the house of those who were 

supposed to love me. [1]ò 

5.  O how I wish I had never offended You! How I wish I had not cast You out of my 
soul and out of the world! O how I wish I had not closed Your eyes and Your sweet 

lips with the deal of d eath!  

6.  Then You would not have died! We would have enjoyed Your sacramental presence 

for the glory of God and Your physical presence for our happiness and enjoyment as 
at the Last Supper after the Consecration.  

7.  You would not have died! You wanted to o ffer Yourself out of love in a way that 

would have been more mortal than the cross, without having our sins take you away 
from us!  

8.  Both Sacramentally and physically, You would have come to us through our 
senses; through the heart and the spirit, making everyone a living communion of 
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Your life of glory and happiness.  

9.  O my God, Jesus, by virtue of perfect love and suffering spiritualize me in such a 
way that I may be readmitted to the enjoyment of Your presence, so that You may 

live in me for all my bro thers.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

BEYOND DEATH  

1.  O my God -Jesus, I wish I had never offended You! I wish I had never put You out 

of my soul and out of the world! I wish had not closed Your sweet eyes and lips with 

the seal of death! What have I done!  

2.  Death itself was unable to close hands, or heart or mouth to Your love, which even 
now talks to us and gives itself to us through every wound, even more and better 

than before.  

3.  Knowing our  guilt, Your hands yet were fastened with nails in an open position, so 

that even though exhausted, they would never cease to bless or to give an embrace 
to our ungrateful hearts.  

4.  Dying, You opened Your Heart to all souls, tearing away the sacred veil, which kept 

it hidden from the profane ones, who are now the chosen people in Your Blood.  

5.  O Blood of Jesus! Without Your shedding of it, there is no redemption; renew every 

day our new covenant with God and with our neighbor; may this covenant be ever 
more intimate, ever more perfect!  

6.  O Blood of Jesus! You alone can vivify and make fertile our souls, which are made 

hard as a rock by the lava of infernal fire, by our sins and wicked passions.  

7.  O Blood of Jesus! O Flames of the Sacred Heart! Strength en this weak generation, 

and this very weak soul, by the power of goodness, by the sacrifice of expiation, and 
by the proofs of love.  

8.  Flow through my veins, O Divine Blood, and shed Yourself again for Justiceôs sake! 

Burn in my heart, O Divine Flames, a nd enkindle the whole world with love and zeal.  

9.  How befitting for me is the austerity of the Saints! May I understand and feel it, O 

my Crucified God, to the point of considering as wasted any day which passes 
without Your gift of joy or suffering.  
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10.  O my God and my Allé 

THEY WILL WEEP OVER HIM  

1.  O Divine Justice and Mercy, You who embraced each other in Jesus Christ [2] , (on 

account of this embrace, he died on the cross) effect in our hearts His Mystical and 
Physical Life, Passion and Death.  

2.  O my Jesus, my heart is really like a rock! Strike it with the rod of the Cross, and a 

spring of purifying and expiating tear s will come out of it into the desert of life [3] . 

3.  Overburdened by guilt and drenched with tears, I come to You because You said 

that You would let pure living water spring forth from t he human heart [4] .  

4.  I fix my gaze on You whom I have pierced. May I truly cry for You as mothers 
weep over the death of their only child, with the tears of Your Motherôs heart! 

5.  O onl y Son, my God, You were tortured to death by the vile weapons of my 

tongue, my senses and my heart, which became voluntary instruments of the devil 

against You!  

6.  O Only Child of the Virgin Mary, what can I say to Your Mother, I who want to be 
for her lik e John [5] , when she sees my hands stained with Your blood?  

7.  O Only Son of God, what will I say to Your Father when I will have to give an 

account of my treatment of You, knowing that Yo ur betrayal has been accomplished 

in this very heart of mine?  

8.  I am not worthy to think of You, talk to You, look at You, serve You or love You! I 
deserve every rejection, death and hell from You and from everyone!  

9.  It would have been much better if I had died innumerable deaths of humiliations 

and suffering before I ever offended You! Grant that, at least in the future, I may die 

rather than offend You.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

PRAYER OF RESOLUTION  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! For the glory, love and will of 

Your eternal, infinite Holiness.  

2.  Grant me invincible honesty, and constantly increase it, keeping me free from 
scrupl es. Grant that I may never do anything, internally or externally, that would be 
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even minimally corrupt.  

3.  For any corrupt internal or external action, grant and increase in me a dreadful 
sense of remorse that would overwhelm me without causing despair.  

4.  Grant and increase in me a deadly sadness that would over come me, but without 
despair, for every loss of grace or merit in the supernatural order.  

5.  For each and every judgment or sanction of Yours, both in time and eternity, grant 

and increase in me a n ever more horrifying fear, which would crucify me without 
causing hopelessness.  

6.  Grant and increase in me a horrible pain, which would cause me to die of love. In 
reparation for every offense against You, Your Law, Your Counsels, or Your 

Inspirations.  

7.  More than any death, I must fear sin, which is the only cause of death, and causes 
all fear of death. Yes to all deaths, no to sin!  

8.  Now I understand that I must feel more horror for sin than for the devil himself, as 
sin is the sole cause of evil, an d, is the root of all the devilôs delusions. 

9.  More than death, the devil, and hell together, I must hate and flee from sin. It is 

the cause of all evil, the singular and worst form of evil, because it offends You my 
God!  

10.  O my God and my Allé.

DISPOSITION OF A STRANGER  

(Under the Influence of the World)  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! It appears as if we had never 

known or encountered each other, or had never given possession of ourselves to 
each other!  

2.  Whence come this apathetic state and efforts relative to the supernatural? The  
supernatural is looked upon as an invasion or intrusion, as a superimposition of 

things on to life!  

3.  My God, before heaven and earth, before the Angels and the Saints, before Saint 
Joseph and Mary, before the Trinity, I confess my shameful unconcern, sl oth.  

4.  I do not recognize, notice, or sense my obligations and responsibilities, or my 
relationships with the supernatural world, as if they did not exist at all for me!  

5.  My God, finally, I understand what this spirit is which does not comprehend and do es not 

enjoy the supernatural. It is the spirit of the ñanimalis homo[1]  ñ the spirit of the world which 

does not perceive the things of the Lordôs Spirit. 

6.  This worldly spirit is choki ng the spirit of the supernatural in me; most of the time I have 

fallen from a superior to an inferior level, not far from the abyss, without even realizing it.  

7.  The spirit of the world is taking the upper hand; that world which does not know You, 

which considers You as an outsider and hates You, and for which You refuse to pray!  

8.  If I become worthy of the worldôs attention, or if I consider it worthy of my attention, I 

cease to be a chosen one of Him who was crucified for the world.  

9.  I beg You, Lord,  with Your grace, free me from this habitual idleness of illusions and lack 

of perception, because I do not want to be, and I must not be, involved in condemning the 

world to the darkness outside and eternal wailing [2] .  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your Will be done, Your Love 

reign, Your Glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, as in Yourself, O my 

God and my All!  
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EXAMINATION OF CONSCIENCE  

1.  O my god and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! I believe that You listen attentively to 

all the spoken and unspoken words of Your creatures, You who treat everyone with 

reverence.  

2.  I believe th at every spoken and unspoken word is a living likeness of the Incarnation of 

Your word, as in our thinking we carry the likeness to His Eternal Generation [3] .  

3.  O my God and my All! O my  Father, Son and Holy Spirit! I believe that You listen to and 

consider each one of our feelings, each one of our anxieties, You who love us without 

limitations!  

4.  I believe that each one of our feelings and anxieties is a living image of the work of Your  

Loving Spirit, as in our will we bear the likeness of His Eternal Spiration [4] .  

5.  O my God and my All! O my Father, Son and Holy Spirit! There is nothing more important 

and more sacred than life, which in its fundamental act is the image and the likeness of Your 

divine Life [5] . 

6.  How humiliated I feel because of my offensive thoughts, words, feelings desires and 

affect ions, which are a constant profanation of the Divine likeness, and a constant waste of 

the Divine riches.  

7.  How deplorable is that immense flow of words and human affections which inundates the 

world, and stifles our generations with its much, foolishness  and sufferings of our own 

making.  

8.  I want to concentrate myself completely in the Divine Present, so that I may do everything 

with the greatest possible perfection of nature and grace, in the most faithful imitation and 

intimate union with You, O my God  and my All!  

9.  The past is never divine, because there is no past in You; the future is never divine, 

because there is no future in You. Only the present is divine, because it is always true, ñI am 

Who I am. [6]ò 

10.  O my God and my Allé. 

AGAINST SIN  

1.  O my Lord, I can never hate and fight sin enough, since it is an infinite insult and dishonor 

committed by Your creatures  against You.  
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2.  O my Lord, I can never hate and fight sin enough since it is a boundless display of 

ingratitude and bitterness, shown to You by Your creatures.  

3.  In no way can we adequately repair and compensate for our sins by ourselves since we 

are una ble to adequately understand this unique evil.  

4.  We can kill ourselves, but we cannot resuscitate ourselves! We can offend You infinitely, 

but we cannot glorify You infinitely! O that we would at least glorify You to the utmost of our 

possibilities!  

5.  If  the whole world, and all souls throughout all the centuries would dissolve in tears of 

blood, would burn to ashes in flames of love, all this would not be adequate reparation for 

even one single sin.  

6.  It seems that anywhere throughout the ages the world  only offers You a series of 

betrayals; it treats You worse than if You were a stranger, or the most hated enemy.  

7.  An immense abyss of diabolic ignorance, caused by our insensibility and hardened 

consciences, hides our evil from us, and allows us to doze  on the threshold of hell.  

8.  Poor me! I have defiled my entire being with sins, I have squandered all my days with 

sins, multiplying my offenses against You worse than if You were a stranger or an enemy, 

while cherishing the illusion of being Your friend!  

9.  I confess to the Virgin Mary, to the Angels and Saints, I confess to my superiors, peers, 

and dependents, that all my sins have been through my own fault, through my most 

grievous fault.  

10.  O my God and my Allé. 

EFFECTS OF SIN  

1.  O my God, everything and every person on earth, in heaven, or hell, should spurn this 

poor senseless sinner by universal isolation and condemnation.  

2.  This poor senseless sinner should not enjoy from You any gift of grace or of nature, since I 

have abused every gift sacrilegiously against the Glory of Your Holy Love.  

3.  You no longer call him by name, You no longer hold him close to Your Heart, since he 

deliberately chose to separate himself from You, contempt uously deaf to the sweet and 

tender invitations of Your Love.  

4.  There should no longer be a place for him in Your Kingdom, at Your Banquet, or in Your 
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Heart, since he first outrageously banished You from his heart.  

5.  You Adorable Trinity entered his soul  with the intention of never leaving for all eternity; no 

power could have removed You, as no one beside You could have entered there.  

6.  Only I could have expelled You from my soul, and I did! Likewise, nothing else could have 

taken Your Life, O my Jesus,  except the violence of Your children; by condemning You to 

death, we have banished You from our lives.  

7.  We have banished You from the world and from souls; from ourselves and our brothers. 

WE have engulfed ourselves in the emptiness of death! No one can  fill the vacuum!  

8.  While I did not have the courage to ask for forgiveness, You, my God have mercifully 

saved me from desperation and condemnation.  

9.  In spirit of all this, You have always been pleased to make of me a marvelous monument 

to Your mercy, t o Your mysterious pleasures and predilections.  

10.  O my God and my Allé. 

REPARATION FOR SIN (A)  

1.  O insults, sadness, persecutions, agonies and death, come to me! I deserve you. Come to 

me, for I embrace you! Come to me in the name of the Lord Jesus Crucified.  

2.  Come to me in the name of Divine Wisdom and Justice, so that I can make adequate 

reparation, which, to be meaningful, must be joined to Your exhaustive Sacrifice of the 

Cross.  

3.  Come to me in the name of Divine Love, which desires that every lover of the Lord share 

His fate and be assimilated and transformed in His Divine Sufferings.  

4.  Come to me in the name of the Sacred Heart, who honors us in desiring to be consoled by 

our re parations, and unites them to His Own in order to make them truly effective.  

5.  Blessed are You, O truly Infinite Love, for allowing my repairing, consoling and 

transforming love to serve as a penance for my sins.  

6.  I accept ignorance, frailty, vulnerabil ity and temptations, as well as the constant obligation 

of fighting them unceasingly, since they are all effects of my sins.  

7.  I accept all the sufferings of this life, the separation of the soul from the body, the 

corruption of the body in the grave, th e purification of the soul in Purgatory, since they are 
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all effects of my sins.  

8.  I accept the sacrifice of not seeing, Your Face, of not hearing Your Voice, of not being 

intoxicated with the awareness of my senses of Your Presence, which is so real withi n us 

throughout our mortal lives.  

9.  I accept all the turmoil that will follow Your Judgment of all my actions; I accept all the 

turmoil arising from Your rejection of my every imperfection, and the suffering of all the pain 

caused by them.  

10.  O my God an d my Allé 

REPARATION FOR SIN (B)  

1.  I confess that suffering and death are my fault; likewise, sin and hell are my fault, 

because You are a God of joy, not of suffering; You are a God of l ife, not death; You are a 

God of good, not evil.  

2.  From our atonement and purification, You have brought forth springs of consolation; You 

have reopened our earthly paradise, the prelude to the celestial paradise.  

3.  O my God, I truly want to expend mysel f in tears of penance, and even more so in the 

anguish of love, in the zealous flames in Your Heart.  

4.  I want to fill my soul and the whole world with the word, love, which is so dear to You; I 

want to become a grand stanza in that Canticle of love, which  is worthy to be sung by the 

Angels to Your Heart.  

5.  I want to become a great Saint in order to glorify You more; I want to bring to all men the 

message of Your Divine Love; I want to cooperate with You in the conversion and 

sanctification of souls.  

6.  Grant that every offense done to You, in Your on -going Passion and Death, may wound our 

hearts as every stroke and torment inflicted on You wounded the Immaculate Heart of Mary.  

7.  Grant that Angels, prayers and loving hearts may abound in every place profaned by sin, a 

and, in turn, in every soul that crucifies You again, in order to make reparation with more 

intense love.  

8.  May the whole world, and especially the souls more sacred to You, feel the duty and the 

need for reparation, and may they unite themselves to Jesus in a unique Host of sacrifice.  

9.  O my God and my All, bless and multiply priestly souls and victims of reparation; fill the 
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world with the Eucharist and Holy Masses; fill all souls with the spirit of sacrifice.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

PRAYER RESOLUTION 

1.  The illusions of my mind have vanished; my weak heart has been strengthened; the traps 

of temptation have been exposed; now, grant that the straying of my passions ma y be 

corrected and directed to You, so that they can be very valuable in doing good.  

2.  Grant that, through the light of reason and faith, I may perceive all the good in nature as 

a sign of virtue, and that I may see every evil in the world as a sign of si n.

6.  Grant that I may detect and react to every likeness and allusion to sin as my nature sees 

and reacts to what is most unworthy, abject, detestable, most unjust, ungrateful, tyrannical, 

most malicious, dark, most fiendishly diabolical.  

7.  Grant that every allusion, likeness and shadow of sin may upset me with the afflictions of 

every known illness, may cause me the agony of every known pain, may wound me with 

every suffering, may frighten me with every fear and terror.  

8.  Above all, may I flee from sin, detest it, condemn it in myself, so that my entire being may 

rebel against it , so that I may be inflamed with hatred for it, so that I may be provoked to 

rage against it.  

9.  Grant that I may react to any form of evil with every offensive and defensive weapon, with 

all human and divine reasoning, with natural and supernatural means;  grant that I may lead 

and involve all my brethren in this fight which is so worthy of You, my God.

THE PASSION  

1.  I am before You, O God -Jesus Crucified, O God -Jesus Host! May the Gospel 
recount for me the story of the Passion, may the Angels bring me the 

instruments of the Passion!  

2.  After sin, love has no worse enemy than being forgotten, which is caused by a 

lack of friends here and now! So many souls are languishing without love, even 
though they are still in You grace!  

3.  You desire that I always keep alive the memory o f Your love, of its signs, 

words, gifts and proofs, so that I may rekindle and nourish the flame of Your 
love in myself and in everyone!  

4.  In a special way, You desire that I always keep alive the memory of Your 
Passion and Death; You want that I continue  to live this memory that has 

become a permanent reality! Your Wounds, the Stigmata, and the Eucharist 
are here to remind me of this!  

5.  Even in Heaven, You wished to have the visible signs of Your Passion in Your 

Glorified Body, an enduring vision of Your  Passion for the Angels and Saints!  
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6.  As a memorial and renewal of Your Passion on earth, You have instituted the 
Eucharist, which is both Sacrifice and Sacrament.  

7.  The Eucharist is the most worthy memorial of You, that You, Yourself, have 

given us! It is the most effective means of love that You, Yourself, have given 
us! The Eucharist is Your Passion applied to us and perpetuated for us!  

8.  I beg You, Lord, do not tolerate any longer my laziness and indifference. Grant 
that I may ever keep alive in my m ind the memory of Your Passion, and that I 

may spend my life in love and suffering for Your Passion!  

9.  I believe what one of Your servants used to say: the indifference [1] of the 
Christia n is for You, my Crucified Jesus, a diabolic outrage, and I do not want 

to be a victim of it any longer!  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may your will be done, 

your love reign, your glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, as i n 
yourself, O my God and my All!  

 

INTERIOR PASSION  

1.  Your Passion is the Salvation of all people. It is the Sanctification of the Elect, 

and the supreme Glorification of the Father [2] . 

2.  Mediating on, feeling and sharing Your Passion gives us the opportunity to 

obtain the Fruits of Redemption, to promote our own Sanctification, and to 
glorify the Father.  

3.  Blesse d are Your Saints, who have understood You better and have been more 

closely united to You on the Cross; blessed are the Saints You have privileged 
with the Marks of Your Passion in their souls and in their bodies.  

4.  Every Wound of Yours speaks on my beha lf to the Father; may they also speak 
on Your behalf to me, so that they may inflame me with love for You, 

welcoming and uniting me with You!  

5.  I want to be in You! With the help of Your Love, I want to be close to the altar 
and even part of it! I want to  get very close to the Cross, and truly be united to 

Jesus Crucified.  

6.  I want to pay heed to Your Heart, above all, because every affront, every 

torment, was a wound to Your Infinite Love! So great a Passion, O my God!  
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7.  Who can be in You, if not admitt ed by You in the secret of lo9ve? Whom do You 
confide in, if not Your closet and most intimate friends?  

8.  My Suffering Lord! You are not a stranger to me; You are my inmost being! I 

was not a stranger or absent during Your sufferings! What am I for You?  

9.  Am I always present as a torturer, or enemy, or accuser, or mocker? I do not 

intend to be such any longer! I beg Your mercy, Lord, grant me a different 
role, a better function.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

ENTERING JESUSô SUFFERING 

1.  I do not enjoy Your intimacy yet. I still do not have Your trust. Yet, You have 

given me avocation to love, a mission of love! Grant that I may be in You!  

2.  You chose only three [3] of the twelve Apostles to share the infinitely sacred 

agonies of Your Heart, the same three to whom You gave the enjoyment of the 
Transfiguration [4] .  

3.  They knew how to enjoy the Transfiguration with You, but they did not know 

how to suffer the Passion with You! I cannot and do not intend to console 
myself with their example; they would be offended.  

4.  May they, with all the Saints, and especially with the Angel who consoled You in 
the Garden, obtain for me that I may now be part of the Passion, as they are 

now part of Your Glory.  

5.  Only one of the Apostles was present at Your Death [ 5] , the one whom You 
loved, the one I love with You. The holy women who loved You were there 

also [6] , and, since I too love You, I should be with You.  

6.  To be with You, one needs the perfect love of John and the perfect contrition of 

Mary Magdalene! I want to love You more than John, and to have a deeper 
sorrow than Mary Magdalene.  

7.  I want you heart, O Mary, your heart as; Virgin, Mother, Coredemptrix, 

Sorrowful, Immaculate and Glori fied! O, The Mystery of Suffering!  

8.  You come to me, Lord Jesus, in the Sign of the Cross, in the Mystery of Your 

Passion, and in the Reality of Your Sacrifice, and I say to You: Amen.  
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9.  I want to be in communion with You! Grant, that as You come to me, I may 
come to You through the Sign of Your Cross, in the Mystery for Your Passion, 

and the reality of Your Sacrifice.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

ONGOING PASSION  

1.  O my God and my All! O my  Father, Son and Holy Spirit, what have You done! 
Behold my all good Jesus, my immensely loving Jesus behold Him in the world 

of sinners!  

2.  The Passion of the Body and Soul of my Jesus continues in the eyes of the 

Angels and Saints, the eyes of the Blesse d Mother, and in Yours, O my Father, 
Son and Holy Spirit.  

3.  Incredibly, His Agony and Sweating Blood, as well as His Arrest and Trials and 

the shame of the illegal processes, still continue.  

4.  His Scourging and Crowning with Thorns the scoffing, the blows, the spit of the 

crowd, the choice of Barabbas over Him, all keep going on.  

5.  Likewise, the injustice of all the false accusations, His journey to the Calvary of 
this world, still carrying the Cross and falling under its weight, all keep 

happening.  

6.  Likewise too, the humiliation of the Stripping of His Garments and His 

Crucifixion continue; people continue to give Him vinegar and gall as a drink; 
also, the Abandonment and Agony of the Cross, as well as the Death, they all 

continue.  

7.  In like mann er, there continues in this world His Advent and Birth, the constant 

preaching of His words and actions, the benefit of His miracles of mercy.  

8.  His Passion continues in the Sacrifice and Sacrament of the Eucharist, which is 
an invention of His Love, and it also continues in this life through the malice of 

sinners, who are moved by the Evil One.  

9.  Similarly, the spirit of the Patriarchs and the Prophets, the Apostles and 

Martyrs, the spirit of Joseph and Mary, must all continue and grown in every 
soul.  
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10.  O my God and my Allé 

 

PASSION  

1.  O my God -Jesus, O my Crucified, O my Sacrament, O Wounded Heart! Who 
respects and loves You as You deserve? Who can share Your Passion and 

console You?  Who returns Your Love to You? Who understands You?  

2.  Who can receive all Your trust? Who can receive all the riches You offer? Who 
can receive every virtue that emanates from You? Who can receive You 

entirely?  

3.  You can receive my entire being, mind, he art, soul and life itself; make me holy 

and satisfy all my hunger. I cannot reciprocate everything; I cannot console, 
compensate or receive You entirely.  

4.  Who will be Your special friend? Who can be Your favorite? Who will be Your 

intimate? There is no heart that desires to love this beloved one more than 

Yours!  

5.  I would like to tell you, -  but I am afraid to say it ï there is no heart which, 
more than mine, would like to be Your special friend, Your favorite, Your

7.  How can we make reparation for the abuses against You in Your creatures and 
Your gifts, for our entire mission to do good, and our diminution of Your Glory?

1.  Amen! Amen! O Charism of Love! ï Amen! Amen! O Way of Love. Glory to Yu, O 

Lord, for having hidden these things from the clever and learned, and having 
revealed them to the poor and humble creatures [4] , of which I am the least.  

2.  You command me to love You with all my heart, with all my soul, with all my 
mind [5] ! Thank You, infinite thanks, and eternal thanks to You for this supreme, 

universal commandment, which You directed to me.  

3.  You have directed this Commandment to me in particular! You have given it to 
me in particular. Every soul can say it; with no less truth than anyone else, I 

can say it too, O God -Love!  

4.  Since You have directed and given it to me in particular, grant that I may 

understand, love, observe, communicate and glorify it in a particular way, O 
my God of Love!  

5.  Amen! Amen! O Charism of Love, O Way of Love! How many illusions, 

temptations, obstacle s and detours have been placed by my enemies between 
You and me, O my Charism, O my Way!  

6.  You, my Love, have conquered all adversaries and myself; it was through my 
own fault that my enemies had detained, delayed, impeded and slowed me 

down in this.  
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7.  O my God of love, triumph in all of us whom You have called to be companions 
and sharers in the Banquet of this Charism.  

8.  The Charism of Love is like the Flower of Love itself [6] ; I can understand it only 

be seeing Your Divine Commandment of Love in Your Light.  

9.  Achieving greater depth in the practice of this Divine Commandment, I will find 

myself in this charism that You want to give to everyone, since to everyone 
You say; Ambition eve n the greatest gifts.  

10.  Command that I come to You on the holy mountain of Love ï burning with the 

fire of Love ï resounding with the songs of Love. Grant that I may remain 
there to talk to You, face to face.  

11.  I want my heart joined to Yours, in the great mystery of the divinity of love, 
which is the Blessed Trinity, so that I may have engraved upon my heart the 

perfect law of love.

15.  And the Father of Love and the Son of Love, present in my soul, will constantly 

spirate [8]  the gift of Love and the kiss of Love.  

16.  And so, constantly in the growth of love until death, which will establish me in 
Your presence, i n the longed for Divine Union, years, years and years!  

17.  The Spirit says: You shall love the Lord Your God with all your heart [9] ! This is 
the truth, indeed; with all your heart! Before  anything else you say; the heart!  

18.  As You created men, starting from the body, and then breathing into him the 

soul [10] , as You healed men starting with the body and then healing the  soul ï 
so do the same now!  

19.  Before commanding us to love you with all our mind and with all our strength, 
You tell us: ñWith all your heart!ò which is the sensitive part of love in man! 
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20.  You have humbled Yourself, revealed and communicated Yourself to our sense, 
O God -Man, the most beautiful among the children of men, in order to 

conquest hearts.  

21.  Through these human bonds of tenderness and the heart, You led us to the 
invisible and supernatural, to spiritual love, to Union with You!  

22.  O God, Yo u are spirit and truth. How can You delight Yourself, desire and 
command the tangible love of man, the love of a miserable human heart, You, 

O Most High God?  

23.  How could I doubt it, since You truly commanded it? If it was not unworthy of 
You to create th e human heart, it is not unworthy of You to have the desire of 

wanting it for Yourself, and totally for You alone!  

24.  You could not create anything that directly or indirectly could not be worthy of 

You, and You wanted every man completely for Yourself!  

25.  Our account of his heart, You have desired him, and through this heart, You 
attract him to You, otherwise, You could not have him entirely for Yourself, as 

You so wish.  

26.  Now, this tangible love is so profaned by betrayals against You, by indignities  

with other creatures, that even among Your good servants, this love is not 
valued as it should be.  

27.  The servant of all Your servants will not minimize Your Love. He will not 

debase what You have purified and made pleasing to You!  

28.  Certainly the cause of disorder and indignity is not in the senses, but in the 

spirit that moves them! Once You purified the spirit, even the senses are 
worthy of You.  

29.  Even sensitive love is worthy of You. By becoming a man, You felt this love in 

Yourself, taking a human heart, one most completely responsive to love.  

30.  Not only have Y9ou spiritualized this love, but through the Hypostatic 

Union [11] , You have deified it. Likewise, in Your servants  this natural love is 
made supernatural by You.  

31.  You do not disdain awakening this love in the hearts of man, even using every 

means and in every possible way, to reach his heart, and awaken and arouse 
more love!  
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32.  This You do, not only once in a whil e, but also throughout the entire Liturgical 
Year, throughout all Your life and ours, not only in Your most holy servants, 

but also the poor sinners!  

33.  From all the Mysteries of Your theology, from all aspects of Your Life, You 
effect a spring of perenni al, infinite tenderness, in order to flood human hearts!  

34.  You have arranged everything in nature, the seasons, and the sky the earth, 
the flowers and the stars, to be a background and framework for Yours and our 

loves, so that they may be better felt an d understood!  

35.  O my Sweetness, why now do You send me flowers from every garden and 
fragrances from every field, and caress me with all tenderness, why?  

36.  O my Sweetness, why now do You encircle me with a myriad of colors, and 
surround me with all tha t lovely blue and green which is so pleasing?  

37.  O my Sweetness, why now do you fill the air with the fluttering of wings and 

the songs of birds? Why do you fill the heart with words of love and promises 
of happiness? Why do you fill the veins with new bl ood?  

38.  Now I know Your mystery, O my Sweet New Days, O Rain of Love come down 
from every corner of the sky ï This moment is indeed Passion Week, Holy 

Week. Easter Week!  

39.  My Love has given me and continues to give me the greatest proof of Love! 
Now He gives me the greatest gift of Love! Now He is making a New Covenant 

with me.  

40.  New Covenant with His Blood, gift of Love in the communion of His entire Self. 

Proof of love with the bloody Sacrifice of His sweet Life!  

41.  Blossom, oh flowers ï shine forth , oh skies ï sing, oh hearts, because this is 
the hour in which my Most Sweet God dies for me; may all creation die of love 

with Him; may all creation burst forth with love!  

42.  O my heart, blossom with love, shine forth with love, burst forth with love, 

feasts yourself on love ï this is your sacred Springtime! Behold the bridegroom 
is coming. Let us go to meet him [12] !  

43.  O how He has adorned himself for His meeting with me! O what gems  he has

inspiration; in you alone takes place every mission; in you alone is the divine 
Activity infused, and stretches forth and rules!  

5.  In your great mind, in your grand heart, in your precious life, there is every 

Angel and Saint, O Mary, the world of the Church, the world of God! Be the city 
of my heart, the sphere of my mind, the Heaven of my life, O Mary!  

6.  O Mary, I would like to unite myself entirely to you with all the relationships 
with which is connected every work, every Saint, every Angel, every grace and 

Saint Joseph, in order to unite myself to the Divine Relationships that exist 
between You and the Divine Persons.  

7.  Oh, how I wish and want to know, with your mind, the Lord God, in His 

Persons, in His Church, in every soul; I wish and desire to love Him with you 
heart; I wish and desire to serve Him with your life, and unite myself to Him 

with the r elationship of Spouse of the Trinity; may this relationship of Spouse 
of the Trinity be for me, as it was for you, the relationship of Mother of God!

His Kingdom.  

8.  He has made you Dispenser of His reassures of the Bread of Supernatural Life, 

to His family and His kingdom, you who nourished Jesus by the sweat of your 
brow ; he has made you the molder of the heads of every Christian family, of 

every ruler of the Kingdom of Heaven.  

9.  O Saint Joseph, make me a perfect worshiper and collaborator of the Incarnate 
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Word, Jesus Christ, His image and likeness, before the Father and  everyone. 
Make me a sharer of Jesusô Mysteries, States and Actions, with an intimacy of 

life like that of your Divine Union.  

10.  O my God and my Allé

9.  O my m ost sweet Loves and Lords: Jesus, Mary and Joseph, grant that for You

ad die, always all Yours!

1.  O Sovereign Creatures, O Celestial Princes, O First -Born of the Created World,

heaven before the Blessed Trinity. Accept us and make us your most faithful 
ones in everything.  

7.  Take into your hands the governing and teaching force of our intellects, the key 
to our heart, the direction of our lives and affairs, forever.  

8.  Be always mindful of us, O Queen of All Saints, O Mother of Divine Love, O 

Mediatrix of All Graces; remember us always, now that you are in your Glory.  

9.  We beg of your compassion, generosity and power, fullness of grace in this life, 

that we may be, in heaven, stars of glory in that crown of your sweet heart, O 
Mary.  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your Will be done, 

Your Love reign, Your Glory shine, alway s more in me and in everyone, as in 
Yourself, O my God and my All!

6.  The Father unites Himself totally and completely to you, and thus, he enab les 
you to say truthfully with Him to the Son: ñYou are my Son, today I have 

begotten you! [4]ò Glory to you, O Mary, and glory to God the Father in you, O 
Mary.  

7.  Holy Mary, grant that w e may enter, remain and ever grow through our Union 

with you, in the grace of the children of God, in the spirit of loving adoration, 
to the greater glory of God the Father.  

8.  With yourself, unite us to God the Father in loving you and Jesus, the Church 
and everyone, with the very love of the Father. Unite us with yourself to 

everyone and to the Church and to Jesus, in loving the Father, with the love of 
the Son.  

9.  O my God and my Allé  

FULL OF GRACE 

1.  We untie ourselves, O Blessed Mother, to the favor and love of the Divine Son 
for you. We salute you for all eternity on behalf of and in the name of the

2.  God the Son, seeing you so united to the Father for all eternity, has really

3.  He has grown in your arms, he has taken nou rishment at your breast, he has

4.  Glory to you, O Divine Mother, O Mary! Glory to God the Son in you, O Mary. 
Through our unio n with you, obtain that we may enter, remain and ever grow

5.  We unite ourselves, O Mary, to the favor and love, of the Holy Spirit for you.

8.  Come to the Divine Union, which consecrates your Virginity with the Divine 
Maternity, O Mary! Glory to you in the grace of the Holy Spirit, O Mary. Glory 

to the Holy Spirit in your and in the fruit of your womb, O Mary.  

9.  Likewise, gr ant that we may enter, remain and grow in the grace of Divine 

Union, for the greater glory of God the Holy Spirit, effecting your union with 
the fidelity, docility and generosity of loving obedience to holy 

inspirations.  

10.  O my God and my Allé.  

IMMACULATE CONCEPTION AND PRESENTATION  

1.  We unit ourselves, O Mary, to the Saints, to the angels, and, especially, to your 

parents, Joachim and Ann, to your spouse, Saint Joseph, bowing to you while

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Glory, Love and Will of the Lord, which took place at your Conception, at your 
Birth,  which is constantly repeated, with inexpressible perfection of an always 

increasing love.  

7.  The Lord increased in you the outpouring of His Goodness, He exalts you and 
introduces you to an ever greater intimacy with Him; He is delighted with your 

offerin g, constancy and adoration in His Temple, more than with any other 
sacrifice, O Mary!  

8.  We unite ourselves to you, O Mary; in magnifying [8]  the Lord for the great 
things He has done for you [9] , in His continual Coming, His Solemn Entrance 

and His Glorious Dwelling in the Temple of your soul and body!  

9.  Bring about for us, O Mary, to enter, remain and grow in total conse cration to 
Godôs Knowledge, Love and Service, in your material and spiritual temple, so 

that we ourselves, in body and soul, may become the sacred temple of His 

Glory, Love and Will.  

10.  O my God and my Allé  

ANNUNCIATION AND DIVINE MATERNITY  

1.  We unite ourselves, O Mary to the Saints, to the Angels, and especially, to your 

Holy Patents, Joachim and Ann, to your Spouse, Saint Joseph, bowing to you 
and greeting you, on behalf of the Blessed  Trinity, full of grace in the Mystery 

of the Holy Annunciation [10] .  

2.  The Lord is with you! [11]  All the rivers of grace merge in the grace of your 
Humility and Purity, worthy of God. They cause in you an overflow of spiritual 

life, a miraculous flood, and the immediate inclination toward its supreme fruit.  

3.  The inexpressible Operations of the Divine Person, living i n you reach their 

peak. The Word, according to the Fatherôs Will, and through the work of the 
Holy Spirit, takes flesh in you!

4.  We adore God in you, O Mary, Godôs Royal Palace, Godôs Heaven, Godôs Mother.

5.  He is your Only Son, and for this reason, He wants to be our Savior, our 
Teacher, our Brother, our All, grant that Jesus may be found also in us, and 

through us, in all our brethren with the work of the Holy Spirit in yourself, O 
Mary.  
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6.  On behalf of the whole Church, humanity and all creation, we come and sing to 
the glory of God in the highest, and to your glory, His Mother, present among 

us, in the Mystery of your real and perpetual Virginity, and your real and Divine 
Motherhood.  

7.  Wherever Jesus is, there we find you. You are with Jesus in Bethlehem; you are 

with Jesus in Nazareth; you are with Jesus in the Cenacle [12] ; you are with 
Jesus on Calvary; you are with Jesus at the Right Hand of the Father.  

8.  We feel your special presence, O Mary, with the Blessed Sacrament! We adore 
Jesus in your arms, we implore Him through you, and we receive Him from 

you, both in time and eter nity, O Mary, Virgin Mother of Jesus and our Mother.  

9.  Bring about that we may love Him with a motherly heart; grant that we may 
live totally for Him present in us, since He is essentially the Son of God and the 

Son of man, He wants to be welcomed, loved and glorified by motherly hearts.  

10.  O my God and my Allé..  

THE FIRST AND LAST OFFERTORY OF JESUS  

1.  We unite ourselves, O Mary, to the Saints, the Angels and especially to your 
Holy Par ents, Joachim and Ann, to your Spouse. Saint Joseph, bowing to you

Trinity, who entrusted to you Mary and Jesus, so th at you may direct and 

govern my life and thus everything will prosper.  

9.  My only concern would be to avoid every fault and to unite myself to my 

beloved, fulfilling at every moment the Divine Will, with the certainty that you 
would provide everything else  as is befitting you, O Prime Minister of the Divine 

Providence and Wisdom.

1.  Even in the misfortune of the most humiliating slander that  lands you in prison, 

you find so much favor with the warden, that he does not think of you as a 
criminal, but rather he feels affection for you and he entrusts you with this 

painful kingdom [3] .

TO SAINT JOSEPH ï V ï 

1.  The supreme King, O my Saint Joseph, by establishing you as head of His 

House and His Kingdom, does not expect to obtain through you only a greater 
material prosperity for His Kingdom.  

2.  The supreme King does not entrust to you  only the humble people, in order to 

make them ever more hard -working and farsighted, to be made ever more 
loyal to Him, to be made ever more bound to the King, as His possessions.  

3.  The supreme King also entrusts to you the princes of the Kingdom, so tha t you 
may impart your wisdom to them and they may become like you, because only

Princ ipalities; in you, there shines, for me, the Greatness of God, as in my

9.  You are the Principality through whom the Lord directs me; you are the 
Archangel, through whom the Lo rd orders the most important things in me; 

you are the Angel, through whom the Lord inspires every good act in me.  

10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your Will be done, 

Your Love reign, Your Glory shine, always more in me and in ever yone, as in 
Yourself, O my God and my All!

9.  O my Angel, together let us bless the M ost Holy Trinity, Who has made and 

desired me all for Himself, and does not allow me to enjoy peace unless I 
possess Him and am possessed by Him in that special Union that you know and 

want for me, O my Angel!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

TO THE ANGEL ï IV ï 

1.  Come to me, my Angel, with the greeting of Gabriel: ñFull of Grace, the Lord is 
with you [6] . Blessed are you among wo men! Unite me to you in glorifying Mary 

in the Lord, and the Lord in Mary.  

2.  Be the Angel of my rosary. Help me to make of every ñAveò a truly immortal 
flower, and every decade a conquest of Heaven so that my soul may be worthy 

of the same greeting as Mar y [7] .

6.  So that in this fullness of grace, I may truly find favor before the Blessed 
Tri nity, and may be lifted to the most intimate Union with the Divine Nature

7.  Grant that, possessing this fullness of grace, I may truly be helpful to the souls 

around me; to the souls to whom You send me; to the souls of every age and 
place, and may the Lord be blessed for all eternity.  

8.  O my Angel, with this in mind, commend me  to all the Saints and Angels, your 

brothers in Heaven, so that each one of them will give me, everyday, as a 
spiritual alms, a hundredfold of their spirit.  

9.  In a special way, commend me to Joseph and Mary! As the first priests and 
ministers of Godôs Kingdom, mediators and dispensers of all graces, may they

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7.  O my Angel, of you the Lord has said to me: ñIf you listen to his voice in 
everything, I will protect you, I will make you prosper  in everything and you

8.  O my Angel, let us latch on to this Divine Word; each night I will have reason 
for joy b ecause of the progress achieved in the ways of God; at the evening of

CHAPTER 7 -  To My Neighbor  

LOVE OF NEIGHBOR ï I ï 

1.  Our Lord has given us His living and true Image and Likeness, in which He 
wants to enjoy our este em, honor and service: our dear neighbor.  

2.  Until a soul does not fall into the abyss of hell, it is always object of Godôs 

esteem and love, and consequently, must be worthy of it, since God cannot 

esteem and love an object unworthy of Himself.  

3.  No erro r, no fault of my neighbor can or ought to hinder my internal and 
external esteem and love for him in the Lord.  

4.  As all the bottomless depths of the oceans and all the highest peaks of the 
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mountains cannot eliminate the orb of the earth because compared with its 
total volume they are as nothing.  

5.  Likewise, all the faults and failings of our neighbor cannot eliminate the 

esteemability for his value in the supernatural world, because it is much, much 
greater than his iniquity.  

6.  It is necessary, therefor e, to be very vigilant, in the internal world, not to 
consent to the least uncharitable thought, to any unfavorable judgment, in 

order to achieve and cultivate every possible loving -kindness for our 
companions [1] .  

7.  Keep in mind that, in truth, it is always a sin either against justice or against 

charity, or against many other virtues, to say; in any manner, time and place, 
whatever does not further praise or goodness for our neighbor.  

8.  This is the first and greatest form of mercy that we must have regarding our 
neighbor, as we would like to have it for ourselves; the Lord threatens us with 

a merciless judgment, should we do otherwise [2] . 

9.  The Lord, in truth, considers, as thought of Himself, said to Himself and done to 
Himself, whatever is thought, said or done to a neighbor, so strong is the 

loving bond of unity He forms between Himself and our neighbor!  

10.  O my God  and my Allé. 

LOVE OF NEIGHBOR ï II ï 

1.  When we become aware of a mistake, of a fault of our neighbor, this news 
should be buried within us, and this idea should die for us, drowned in an  

ocean of compassion and tenderness.  

2.  Everyone should know that the Lord allowed him to know of the error and of the 
fault of his brother so that he could take it himself before the Lord and 

obliterate it with prayer, with the Blood of Jesus, and with his own blood.  

3.  As far as reporting something to superiors, whoever does not have the task to 

do it should not do it, except in cases of moral contamination or real danger to 
the common good; even those who are responsible, on account of their 

position, whenever possible, must remedy the situation by themselves, without 
reporting to higher authorities.  

4.  If everyone, from the very first hint of any problem would take it himself to Our 

Lord, and would devote himself to eliminating it with prayer, with his  own 
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blood, and the Blood of Jesus, then there will never be a need to report 
anything to anyone.  

5.  We must try to reach the heroism of Godôs love, because they are the same 

love; we believe that universal esteem is the most effective means of 
promoting a nd achieving universal good.  

6.  Truthfully, man needs esteem more than love. Every form of ministry and 
apostolate must always start with a supernatural esteem, and there are always 

sufficient and strong motives for this esteem.  

7.  We will never despair of the total conversion of every sinner, of the complete 
transformation from lukewarmness to fervor, of the highest sanctification of 

every just person; love believes everything, hopes for everything.  

8.  We will never despair of the reparation for every past sin, of the annihilation of 

every present sin, of the preservation from every possible sin in the future, of 
the Coming and total Dominion of the Kingdom of God.  

9.  The neighbor is the field of work for all the Divine Perfections,  Inspirations, 

Missions, Vocations and Operations. The Divine Artisan wants our cooperation 
in His work, and He wants it with His Own Love.  

10.  O my God and my Allé. 

BROTHERLY LOVE ï I ï 

1.  O my God and my All, I unite myself to You in loving all souls, and I intend to 

love them with the same love with which You love them, for Your own Glory.  

2.  I unite myself to the Infinite Love with which You have created them, with 
which You have redeem ed them, with which You want to sanctify and glorify 

them in Your Union.  

3.  I unite myself, with my mind, to respect every soul with the same respect that 

You have for it, according to what that soul is before You.  

4.  I unite myself, with my heart, to t th at desire that You have for every soul, to 
the delight that you find in every soul, seen in Yourself.  

5.  Even externally, I unite myself to that reverence that you have for every soul 
and to that gentleness with which You treat every soul.  

6.  O my God, I thank you for giving me the intuition and feeling that every soul 
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belongs in an ineffable way to Your Soul.  

7.  You have entrusted all souls to me in a way that, even though minimally, 
resembles the relationship of Mary, Your Mother, with these souls.  

8.  I intend to love them all in Your Name and with Your own Heart; I intend to 
sacrifice myself totally in order to consecrate them to You, who were crucified 

for them.  

9.  With you, O Jesus in the Eucharist, I want to give and unite myself to these 
souls in ord er to glorify in them the Divine Trinity, Indwelling in them through 

grace.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

BROTHERLY LOVE ï II ï 

1.  O souls, O souls, Oh how much I respect and love you! O present and future 

souls, O souls of all mankind, O souls of the Holy Catholic Church, O with how 

much respect and love I greet and embrace you!  

2.  With great respect and love, I consecrate myself to knowing, loving, and 
serving God in you and you in God, my brothers, in the supernatural 

relationship with which God has united us to Himself.  

3.  In each one of you, I see a variously beautiful, distinct, sweet and loving image 

and likeness of the Lord God, One and Triune, of the Incarnate Word, Jesus 
Christ.  

4.  In each of you, I see the work of God, the Creator, the Savior, the Sanctifier; 

the object of the continuous Divine Action; the product of Grace, of Virtue, and 
a gift worthy of God.

7.  And this, so that I may have for every one the particular respect, the particular 

love, the particular action that You have for him, O Lord, and I intend to have 
it and to unite m yself to You in this.  
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8.  I believe and see in every soul, a saint. Even under the outer layer of evil, I 
respect and venerate the possible future saint. I love and adore You, O my 

Lord god, O my Lord Jesus Christ, in every brother. O how I would like to be 
for everyone the image and likeness of You, O Father, Son and Holy Spirit!

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, I foresee in every soul a 

particular saint, who gives me an idea of You; a world of beauty that w ants to 
reveal itself in every soul.  

2.  In every aspect of his physical and moral features, in every attitude of his 

temperament and character, in every act of his internal and external abilities.  

3.  In every circumstance of time, place and persons in whic h he is and lives, in 

every particular application of the common laws to his individual needs.  

4.  I see as so many signs of Your Divine Vocation, to Life, to Faith and o Holiness 
given to him for his glory in life, in faith and in holiness; I see as many s igns of 

Your Divine Sanctifying Action.  

5.  A particular type of saint, of which he is the sole exemplar; You will never 

renounce him and you will always love with infinite predilection.  

6.  And I love, with a very particular love, every single brother, and  for every one 
of them I intend to have a very special care, and for everyone I am ready to 

give my life.  

7.  Since I am Your image and likeness, I want to be Your image and likeness in 

being, in making myself all things to all men, as You do, so that I may  be a 
small all for every brother.  

8.  I would like to be, and I beg you, O my Lord, make me the most docile and 

effective instrument of vocation and formation to holiness for my brothers.  

9.  Because, for my brothers, as for myself, I want to supreme good o f holiness, 

which is the triumph of Your love, O my God, and of brotherly love in you.  
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10.  O my God and my Allé 

INTENTIONS  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, I thank You for the ability 

and the commandment that You give me to lift myself to You from everything 
and from every event.  

2.  Whenever suddenly I feel sad, and examining myself I cannot find in me, nor 

around me, the cause of my sadness, it signifies that there is someone who 
suffers in the Church, and I share his suffering.  

3.  We should pray and make reparation because a heart has betrayed You, O my 
Lord Jesus; a souls has been taken away from You, O my  Jesus; someone is 

agonizing under the attacks of the infernal enemy.  

4.  This sudden unrest and apprehension that darken and paralyze me, tells me 
that some very fierce and decisive battle is taking place in the souls.  

5.  In every temptation and need, in m y every pain and desire, O my Lord, I feel 
that I would do well to universalize my prayer for every temptation and passion 

of all my brothers.  

6.  Now, all of a sudden, I feel stunned, sleepy, unable to use my faculties, I feel 
as if I were gagged and unab le to pray. And how hard it is to pray, and how 

useless every effort seems to be!  

7.  O most painful revelation! Someone of my and Your most intimate friends, is 

besieged and assaulted by the enemy, and other devils are preventing me from 
intervening to hel p them.  

8.  From time to time, waves of joy bring serenity to me, they exalt me, and they 

give me more fervor! And definitely it is not the sense of physical well being, 
the sense of natural beauty!  

9.  They are the souls that celebrate their victory, they a re souls that pass from 
Purgatory into Heaven; they are Angels that exalt for the conversion of sinners 

and the salvation of the dying and their echoes reach me ï Glory to 
God!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

TO ONEôS OWN BODY 
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1.  Let us go, my body, my dear companion. Be convinced and let us agree for our 
common good! I will not call you my little donkey [3] , nor will I consider you as 

my slave, I will honor you as the temple of the Lord and as the hose of the 
sacrifice.  

2.  You do not understand that you have to be a living stone, finely shaped, of 

another Temple and certainly yo u want to fit beautifully in it! You do not 
understand that you must be part of another host, totally pure and saintly, and 

yet you want to enjoy that Divine type.  

3.  Do not ask me at all to slow down in my work, this would be the beginning of 

corruption f or you, you must work to the point that seat is being squeezed 
from every pore, and with it every evil, and, in turn, through every pore you 

may absorb w4ell being and plenty.  

4.  Much less can you ask that I dedicate myself to serving and caring for you, 

even if you are sickly, because life has not been given to us to care for our 
bodies. Know that the soul is your life force, and the less you are in matter; 

the more the soul will communicate life to you.  

5.  Let us talk clearly to one another. The our  of your death, that is, the hour of our 
separation is already established by the Lord God, just as the hour of our first 

union in time was established by Him, and likewise, so it is with the hour of our 
second union for eternity, after the resurrection! L et us prepare ourselves!  

6.  If I were to treat you comfortably while in good health, or if I were to nurse you 
tenderly when sick, I could not defer of one instant the time of your death, so, 

likewise, I could not anticipate it if I were to abuse you with fatigue and 
oppressive work, only sin can ruin and kill you before time.  

7.  Therefore, without useless fears of death, let us do thus: since you must 

annihilate yourself to the point of complete consummation, to the point of 
death, let us expend ourselves  with every kind of work worthy of man in Divine 

service.  

8.  If you really want your physical well being, do not create fictitious needs, do not 

try to involve and engulf the spirit in matter, be aware that the more you will 
allow yourself to be elevated and spiritualized by the soul, the more you will 

live and enjoy life.  

9.  Look at the humanity of Jesus, the Sacred Body of Jesus, where does it please 

you more; on the Cross, in the Eucharist, at the Right Hand of the Father! You 
see Him always with the ma rks of His Wounds. You must be like Him and I 

want to make you like Him,  
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10.  Truthfully, I assure you, that the more you will spiritualize yourself, the 
greater beauty, sweetness and consolation, you will receive from the 

fullness of the spirit, so that w ith heavenly joy you shall bless your 
spiritual life.  

SUPREME CHARISM ï III ï 

1.  Oh look at Your Sacred Heart! Blessed are You for having shown It to me; 
blessed are You even more for comm anding me to imitate It and for bringing 

me closer to It and binding me to It.  

2.  I will bless You much more, when You will give me this Heart of Yours, as You 
have given It to many Saints; when It will really be my heart, our Heart.  

3.  Create in me a new heart [4] ! I have begged You so many times! And, truthfully, 
besides Yours there is no other new heart in the world. Create in my Your 

Heart.  

4.  Only then will I find my heart to praise an d love You ï because really there is 
no other praise and love worthy of You ï beside that of Your own Heart.  

5.  Then I shall apply to myself those painful words: You did not trust them 
because you knew what was in the heart of man [5] ! You do not trust me, 

because you know me.  

6.  You know my innermost being! Even if You were not God, You would have 
known me as being exceedingly unfaithful, vile and unjust in this mystery of 

malice which is  called: my heart!  

7.  Oh what a long experience of daily weaknesses, indifferences and faults, which 

at times can be inexplicable to me, but not to You, You know only too well, 
what there is in this man!  

8.  How then can you say to me: ñSon, give me you heart? [6]ò No, I will not give it 

to You, because it is not worthy of You! You will have it only when You will 
have exchanged it with Yours.  

9.  Then You will really have it when it will be Y ours, If I were to give You mine, for 
how long would You possess it? Should we remember such a sad past?  

10.  The fact that millions of times You asked for it and millions of times I have 

given it to You, says also that millions of times unfaithfully it has  revolted and 
gotten away from You.  
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11.  You continue to ask for it, and Ii continue to give it to You, little by little, I get 
tired in this life of consecrations, which would like to see me flying and not 

crawling.  

12.  O my Love, once You will have given  me Your Heart, I will be totally different. 
The, while staying in me, while being mine, It will always be Your Heart.  

13.  How can You say to me: ñSon, give me your heart?ò How can I be without a 
heart? Really, I cannot live well with this heart, and very willingly I would like 

to get rid of it.  

14.  I could not live well with any other human heart, but I can certainly live well 
with Your Heart, I would certainly live the Divine Life. Give me Your Heart ï I 

respond pleadingly.  

15.  How this can happen, I do n ot know, how this will happen, I do not know! But 

You know it! You, who can do it! You have done it to others! You want to do it 
to me!  

16.  You will do it to me. I believe that You ask me for my heart only so that You 

can give me Yours, It is done! You wil l have me, on the condition that I will 
have You!  

17.  My heart! My heart! This will not happen all at once, but connaturally, even 
though always supernaturally, unless You want it otherwise.  

18.  And, if I will have Your Heart connaturally, slowly and gradu ally, so in a similar 

way, You will have mine! O my God, let me understand this progress by 
degrees, so that I may prepare for it.  

19.  Little by little, step -by -step, Your Heart shall become my heart ï my heart 
shall become Yours. O grant that these steps  may be very big, that is, 

slowness may be accelerated as much as possible.  

20.  Certainly, my poor life cannot conform all at once to Your Divine Heart. My 
poor heart cannot all at once be fit for Your Divine Life; when will this happen?  

21.  My poor life a nd my poor heart must themselves substantially change and 
transform themselves in order to live with You, in order to please You. I 

understand it; it this Union, I must be the loser; the Divine element must 
absorb the human.  

22.  I do not want it to be othe rwise. I would rather transform myself so that I may 

become like You rather than having You transforming Yourself and becoming 



like me. I have everything to gain by transforming myself and becoming like 
You, and I would obtain a big nothing if You were to transform Yourself and 

become like me.  

23.  Little by little, step -by -step, You will elevate and transform me into You! You, 
Yourself, will work out in me that cooperation that You expect from me and 

that You make possible to be considered mine.  

24.  Learn from me, because I am meek and humble of heart! O Divine Sweetness 

and Humility! Behold the ladder on which I must ascend to my beloved and on 
which my beloved will descend to me.  

25.  Blessed are you, O Lord, who has granted me to feel the blessedness of the 

humble of heart; blessed are you Lord for having allowed me to feel the 
attraction toward the spirit, the writings and the works of Saint Francis de 

Sales.  

26.  Flow in me, O rivers of sweetness, from all creatures and through you I will 

ascend again to  the spring of sweetness, which is the Divine Heart of the 
Incarnate Word, and the mystery of the Blessed Trinity.  

27.  O Lord, You are all sweetness in Your own Self, and in all Your works, in all 

Your Attributes and Mysteries, because You are Love and th ere is no other 

cause of sweetness other than Love.  

28.  Infinite Love! Infinite Sweetness! Eternal Love! Eternal Sweetness! Immense 
Love! Immense Sweetness! Immortal Love! Immortal Sweetness! This is what 

You are.  

29.  I do not want to admit neither for mys elf nor for anybody else that Your 

sweetness, which You want from us and in us, is impossible or difficult. This is 
a diabolic illusion.  

30.  Could sweetness not be sweet? And if something is sweet, could it ever be 

impossible or difficult? Whether it be ac tive or passive, sweetness is always 
sweet.  

31.  How difficult to find its vein! O my Love, You have discovered it for me, You

44.  With sweetness of a creature, of a son, of a friend, of a disciple and of a lover! 

With sweetness of a spouse, with sweetness of contrition and love.  
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45.  With sweetness of fidelity, of docility, of generosity, with sweetness in calling 
You and searching for You, and looking at You, in talking with You, in listening 

to You  and in following You.  

46.  With sweetness for serving You, in crying for my sins and for those of my 
neighbor, in embracing You, in kissing You, in abandoning myself to Your Holy 

Will, in Your Sweet Heart.  

47.  With sweetness in acknowledging You, in greeti ng, welcoming and serving You 

in each one of my brothers, in each and welcoming and serving You in each

6.  Today I want to become a saint; I want to pay all debts of pain, I want to erase 

every blemish of failure, I want to dest roy the germs of evil present in my life.  

7.  Today I want to become a saint! I want to enter in the flow of graces of Your 
Inspirations, Bidding, You Heavenly Movements; I want to enter that flow of 

Divine life that wants to transport all souls to Union wi th God.  

8.  Today I want to become a saint! I want to acquire all the treasures, all the 

merits of Jesus Christ; I want to adorn myself with all the splendors of Jesus 
virtues. I want to be a living image and likeness of God!  

9.  Today UI want to become a sa int! Each and every action of mine must be a 

consummate adoration of the Trinity, in union with Jesusô Sacrifice. I want each 
and every act of mine to be a flawless union and communion with the Trinity in 

the Church, my Mother, and with my Holy Family.  
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10.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, may Your will be done, 
Your love reign, Your Glory shine, always more in me and in everyone, 

as in Yourself, O my God and my All!  

DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOUL  

1.  O my God and my All! Grant that I may find my way and my goal; on account 

of so many partings, through excesses and defects, through slow -down and 
relapses, I have lost tract of them.  

2.  Grant that I may regain my normal state! So many times I have wounded and 

killed myself; I have overblown and wasted myself, I have perverted and 
mutilated myself, I must be a sickening sight to see!

7.  You, in the Forty Days of Fasting in the desert, in Your journey as Teacher of 
the Gospel in the villages of Israel, in the mockery  of the Trial, on Calvary, on 

the Cross of Death.  

8.  You are my final state, O my Jesus of the Ascension into Heave, O Jesus at the 
Right Hand of the Father, O Jesus handing over the Kingdom to the Father, O 

Jesus resting in the Bosom of the Father.  

9.  Grant that the truth of this ideal may be reproduced in me with Your Love, so 

that it may grow in every internal or external aspect of me, until I attain the 
full development of a Christ like state.  

10.  O my God and my Allé. 
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FOR THE ADVANCEMENT OF THE SOUL  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit I believe, adore and embrace 
Your Glory, Love and Will, that wish me to be in a state of pilgrimage, trial and 

evil in this mortal life . 

2.  I want to be always going, always working, always struggling to reach Eternal 

Life, my ultimate state, my reward and true homeland, the possession of You 
as Supreme Good.

7.  I want to answer my vocatio n through Mother Church, in the Arms and in the 

Heart of Mary, in the Arms and Heart of Jesus, in the Bosom of the Father, in 
the embrace and Kiss of the Holy Spirit.  

8.  O my Divine Vocation! O my Divine Inspirations! May I never lose such a great

sinning; I renounce it completely !  

8.  Use on me all Your Mercies and Fatherly Cautions to preserve me from sin; deal 
with me as You deal with the Holy Infants whom you call to Paradise before the

9.  My Love, send me every pain and humiliation, even every death, but do not 
allow that I may ever be separated from You, or displease You.

4. With this State, Act and Function of Victim, You crowned all other states, acts and 
functions, which You have concentrated and reduced in the Host!   

5. In this State, Act and Function of  Host, You have perpetuated Your Presence among 

us, the gift of Your Own Self to Your Good News, our relationship and us.   
6. As I believe in the Infinite Love, which You are, as I believe in the Infinite Love on 

account of which You become our Host, so too I  believe in Your Infinite Desire, and I 
see, in a certain way, the Divine Plan.   

7. You infinitely desire our imitation and assimilation, our union and fusion with You; You 

want to reduce all creatures, all creation to a Host with You!   
8. Every body, every soul , every human condition, every relationship, every function, 

every state and act, should be part of You, as You desire. May each one of them 
become one Host of Sacrifice and Sacrament!   

9. I believe in Your Desire, I see Your Plan, I know Your Prayer! You wil l win, my Jesus, 

You will triumph! Oh! Let this begin and proceed with me! I want to be a Host with 
You, in You and for You!

1. O my God and m y All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! O Infinity, O Eternity, O Immensity 
of Life and Goodness, Beauty and Tenderness, Glory and Love.

compared with t he Infinite Goodness of God? And You give it all to me in Holy 

Communion!   
6. What are all the friends and mothers, all human and angelic persons, when they are 

compared to the Three Divine Person, O my Jesus? And yet, You come and give 
Yourself to me in Holy  Communion!   

7. O my Lord God, my Jesus, not only in the Eucharist are You with us and for us, but 

You are in a state inexpressibly reaching for love.   
8. There can be no look more passionate than Yours, no smile sweeter than Yours; there 

can be no majesty more lovable than Yours, nor silence and words more poignant.   
9. I adore the Divine Act of Love through which You come and give Yourself to me,

You and Desire while imploring from You the grace of listening to You and responding 
accord ing to Your pleasure.   

5. I believe in and adore, in Your Infinite Truth and Love, the desire of enriching me 

constantly with Your Gifts in order to unite me to You in the Divine Spirit; I consecrate 
and abandon myself to this Divine Desire.

(FOR THE SUPERIORS)  

I  

1. O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, before You, at Your Knees which I 

embrace, in Your Hands which I kiss, I feel like crying, while internally I consume 
myself.   

2. I am afraid, I do understand, that they  are not tears for supernatural reasons; I do 
not believe that You despise me, since I am Your creature, and, if I cry, it only means 
that I am in dire need.   
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3. Now I cry, You know it, because I feel so lonely in this world, without having anyone 
totally for  me, without being myself totally for anyone, and a cold, like that of death, 
closes my heart to its life: to love.   

4. If this displeases You, my Lord, grant that I may feel You present in my entire being, 
and, that I may sense that You are the Grand Total f or me, as I am a small total for 

you! You have made me what I am for You alone!   
5. Now I cry, You know it, because I feel so poor in every way, full ob  obligations, 

common needs, and I cannot find any resources, I feel weak, and the pressure is 

mounting on every side.  
6. If this displeases You, my Lord, grant that I may find strength in the Infinite 

Resources of Your Infinite Strength; grant that I may att ain Infinite Wealth from Your 
Divine Providence, internally in Faith and externally in Charity.   

7. Now I cry, You know it, because I feel tired, so tired, and I see before my eyes all my 

burdensome duties and my serious responsibilities, and one labor follows another, one 
war follows another war.   

8. If this displeased You, my Lord, grant that I may always regain new strengths in my 
weakness and tiredness. Grant that I may feel like I am being carried in Your Arms on 
my still lengthy journeys.   

9. Now, O my L ord, I cry because I understand the childishness of my tears, which 
cannot be wiped away by anything but an act of Christian and Religious 

manliness.

1. Now I cry, Y ou know it, because I feel without protection, without guarantee of 
success, under the apprehension of imminent disaster, under the cloud of total failure.   

2. If this displeased You, my Lord, grant that I may feel Your Arm, Your Immutability, in 
favor of the  success of Your work, on behalf o the health of Your servant, against all 

the adverse human and hellish forces.   
3. Now I cry, You know it, because I see dying, in me and around me, so many things 

that I loved, so many people without whom I could not survive , and, my entire being 

mined all over by death.  
4. If this displeased You, my Lord, grant that I may understand and sense how these 

partial or total deaths are only the condition or beginning of new forms of life, both 
within me and outside of me.   

5. Now I cry , You know it, because everyone can despise me seeing me cry for these 

reasons, and no one can understand how much my soul is saddened and hurt by this.   
6. Now I cry, You know it, because everyone can despise me seeing me cry for these 

reasons, and no one ca n understand how much my soul is saddened and hurt by this.   
7. If this displeases You, my Lord, grant that I may understand and sense how You are 

always there for me, You alone; You who never reject nor despise Your creature, 

especially when this creature is  suffering.   
8. Now I cry, You know it, for so many other reasons that I am unable to express in 

words, for so many causes that I do not perceive distinctly, it is the ensemble of my 
state of exile, trial, formation.  

9. May this exile of mine not be extended bu t shortened; may I emerge from this trial 
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victorious, and may this formation make me worthy of Your Vision and Your Eternal 
Possession.   

10. Because, after all, O my Lord, I want to come to Your Paradise, into the Heaven of 

Your Face, into the Heaven of Your F ace, into the Heaven of Your Heart, into the 
Heaven of Your Soul, O Man -God, O my Jesus Christ!   

11. O my God and my Allé  

III  

1. O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! With the vocati on to Faith, You 

have made me part of the Communion of Saints, and with Your Religious Vocation, 
You have made me part of a Spiritual Family.   

2. Behold, every time that one knocks at the door of our Spiritual Family, I feel a sweet 
knock at my heart, and the  heart opens up to the newcomer well before the door 
does.   

3. The newcomer becomes mine and is all mine, more than a brother and friend, flesh of 
my flesh and bone of my bones, and I am unable to separate myself from him without 

a physical and moral torment,  the most cruel of all.  
4. I cry, my Lord, because I would like to be for them a living proof and symbol of Your 

Love and relationship with them; Oh! How I would like to be for them an effective, 
irresistible stimulus to unite them to you, but I do not succe ed!   

5. But they do not know and do not understand, and with the poison of sin, separate 

themselves from Your Soul and Your Heart and mine, O Jesus -Love, trampling over 
us, after having cut us to pieces.  

6. These tears that I am shedding, my Lord, seem to be of  blood! And those who could 
wipe them away have gone far away, into abysses, those who cause them are not 
here any more.   

7. Is this a pain of some natural excess of my affection, or is it meant to reveal to me 
what I have caused and do cause You to suffer? I s this a sharing in the Passion and 

Death of Your Heart?   
8. The Lamentations of Job and Jeremiah are in my heart! I see myself led into darkness, 

when I expect to see the light! I almost wish that I were never born, or certainly, at 

least, to die as soon as possible.   
9. But, You are offended if I say that You have led me into darkness, because, again 

after the darkness, You promise me the light, and, after death, the Resurrection. I 
believe in it, I hope for it, and I love You.

1. Remember, Lord, the cry of the mothers of the Holy Innocents. There is no 

consolation for them because their children are no more [1] ! But You, Who can do it, 
You promise and make possible their return.   

2. Remember, Lord, the widow of Naim [2] , in tears following the coffin of her son. In her, 

You saw Mother Church crying for sinners, Mother Mary crying for You, O Son.   
3. Remember, the cry of the two sisters, whom You loved, at the death of their brother, 

whom You loved [3] , when You cried over [4]  him, You saw all your dear ones lost 
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because of their own faults.   
4. O my Lord, grant that none of those You have given me may ever let lost, I beg You, 

in the name of the Church, in the name o f every Religious Family, I pray for them as I 

pray for my own self, poor man and priest.   
5. O my God, one Judas [5]  is enough, even one is too many! What other wounds can be 

added to Your B ody? What other thorns can be driven into Your Forehead and into 
Your Heart?   

6. For all the tenderness of the heart of Mary, Your Mother; for all the tenderness of the 

Bosom of the First Person, God the Father, I beg You, grant that nobody else may 
ever fall  and retreat.   

7. For the confirmation in grace and glory of Your Saints and Angels, for the faultlessness 
of Saint Joseph and Mary, for the Holiness of Your Divine Being, hear me, Lord!   

8. For Your being the Son of the Father and of Mary, for Your essential ne ed of a father 

and a mother, have mercy on a human heart, especially when it suffers pains that are 
not unworthy of You.   

9. What do I ultimately want if not what You want? No mortal and venial sin, absolutely! 
The conversion, consecration and perfect union o f every soul with You! This, I want, 
my Lord.

1. Now I cry, You know it, because I am crossing this desolate desert in the rain, and I 
am passing through this dark tunnel under majestic mountains, and I do not see the 

light ahead, and I am tempted to stop or to go back.  
2. Grant, I beg You with my tears, O  Lord, that I may not stop or go back, as I have 

done other times, and then I had to start my journey all over again, grant that I may 

hold on firmly and that I may patiently advance.  
3. Now I cry, You know it, because I am under surgical scalpels with every  fantasy, with 

all my senses, in this my poor mortal heart.  
4. I understand the need for my purifications, O Lord, and while crying, I beg from You 

the grace of not withdrawing myself, but of remaining quiet and firm throughout this 

purifying action, so that  it may be done properly.

1. O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, grant that I may understand and 
feel how everything in Your Divine Life depends upon Your Unique Nature, which is 

Love; likewise, in my human, natural and supernatural life, everything depends upon 
the Grace and Law of Godôs Love.  

2. Thanks to Your Own lofty grace, I can, I must, I want to love You with all my heart, 

with all my mind, a nd heart, with all my soul, as You want! Were it possible, I would 
want to love You as You deserve.   

3. By virtue of this Divine Principle, I must first eliminate everything that blocks my 
coming to You and my union with You with my entire being; love consist s of my 
complete supernatural coming to You!   

4. Since only sin and it immediate occasions are the obstacle in this life of love, the first 
thing I have to do is eliminate, rectify and make amends for everything that has 

displeased You until now, or what may displease You in the future.   
5. This is expunged from the soul through the hardship of contrition, and from the body 

with the hardship of mortification; to be adequate, the contrition and mortification 
should be infinite, because sin is an infinite evil, an infinite offense.  

6. Likewise, to eliminate the scars of sin, it diminish the inclination to sin, to preserve 

human life, the only remedy is the painful discipline of contrition for the spirit and the 
pain of mortification for the body.   

7. On account every nee dless or illicit, excessive or forbidden pleasure of the spirit and of 
the body, both as prevention or reparation, this pain of contrition and mortification is 
necessary.   

8. On account of the Communion of Saints in which we live, I can, must and want to do 
this, not only for myself, but also for all my other brothers, of which I am a member, a 

representative and a part; maybe I have caused them a lot of evil, and for whom I can 
certainly do a lot of good.   

9. All this has no meaning, all this has no value, if it  does not proceed from love, if it is 

not permeated with love, if it is not totally love, and, as a result, a wound of love, a 
flame of love, a pain of love, and, thus, for now, a celebration in this earthly 

paradise!   
10. O my God and my Allé  

KEY TO THE SECRET OF LOVE  

1. O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, I thank You for the Gifts of 
Wisdom, Knowledge, Understanding, Counsel, Piety, Fortitude and Fear of the Lord 

and Holy Suffering which You have given me!   
2. There is no reparation for past sins, there is no eradication of pres3ent sins; there is 

no preservation from future sins, except, with Your Grace, through Holy Suffering.   
3. I reject every personal longing and en joyment of any pleasure, even in its most licit 

forms. Any pleasure desired and enjoyed for its own sake contains always ï at least 

initially ï some kind of imperfection, it always contains some danger!   
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4. This happens because the pleasure leaves me obsessed  with my own self and restrains 
or prevents me from going out of myself in that constant upward flight, as must be 
my relationship with You, living as Your Image!   

5. Since You, O Blessed Trinity, are a relationship of love within Your three divine 
Persons, a nd each Person is totally for the Other, all in the Other, and nothing for or in 

oneôs own self-alone, I must be like that also.   
6. Any pleasure desired and enjoyed for its own sake, directly prevents me from living 

and being in this constant upward flight t oward You, because of every past, present 

and future sin!   
7. That is why, as an antidote to pleasure, I need a pain which compels me to go out of 

myself, which places me in relationship with You, which would sustain and improve 
me!   

8. I embrace the pain, not o nly the one contained in working in meditation, and in 

Community Life, but also the pain which is personally chosen and sought, both 
physically and morally!   

9. Contrition for my sins, rejection of all my needless desires, human ingratitude, 
contradictions in  life, practices of corporal mortification, Sister Death, I 
embrace you!

7. O my angel, surround and pervade my entire body and all my actions with perfect 
modesty, so that my body may ever be a source of adoration for the Lord, and 
edification for my neighbor in this unending liturgy of Christian life.   

8. O my angel, impress th e sign of the living God all over my body, with the fire of the 
Holy Spirit, with the blood of Jesus; seal all my senses with the cross, so that I may 

be totally consecrated to the Lord.   
9. O my angel, you are the angel of this sanctuary of the Blessed Trini ty, consecrated by 

so many sacraments, you are its guardian and Levite [3] , its spirit of prayer and 
sacrifice, angel of God!  

10. O my God and my Allé  

BLESSING  

1. May this be for me that divine blessing which you impart to your dear ones in your 

Ascension into heaven [4] , may it be for me the blessing of the ap ostles and your 
Mother!   

2. May that be your blessing on every day and night of my life, on every action and 

response, suffering and prayer, relationship with my neighbor and with you, O my God 
and my All!   

3. May that be the blessing of my imagination and feeli ng! The blessing on my intellect, 
memory and will; the blessing of my word, my poor heart, my soul, so dear to you!   

4. Only your word accomplishes what it says! Your blessing materializes what it 

announces and wishes; your blessing is like a creation and infusion of new life!   
5. I adore you, O divine blessing of creation, O divine blessing of redemption, O divine 

blessing of sanctification, O divine blessing of glorification of the elect in God himself!   
6. O supreme blessing of Jesus ascending into heaven, you  are the epilogue of all the 

blessings of the Gospel, of all the blessings of the private and public, sorrowful and 

glorious life of my Jesus!   
7. O divine blessing of Jesus ascending into heaven, you communicate to the soul all of 

Jesusô goodness, all Jesusô power, all Jesusô mission, you give the finishing touch to 
the Jesusô formation of the apostles.  

8. O divine blessing, you are the illumination and revelation of the Spiration and mission 
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of the Holy Spirit from the Son with the Father, one God with the Hol y Spirit.   
9. Every day, every moment, I await the arrival of this divine mission of the Holy Spirit; 

from my Father in heaven, from my Teacher and God, Jesus Christ!   
10. O my God and my Allé  

DO NOT DESPISE MY PRAYER!é[5]   

1. O my God and my All, why do you not hear me [6] ? Why do you take your time in 
granting me  the fullness of your favor, and introducing me into your kingdom? Oh! 
Grant that I may understand this, so that I can eliminate what causes your refusal!   

2. It is because I myself have not been listening to my neighbor, my brother who was 
questioning me, wh o was pleading with me, and I hardened my heart to his need and 

I have refused to satisfy his desire.   
3. It is because I have not listened to your representatives either, my visible superiors, 

my invisible angel, I have saddened your Spirit, resisting and no t responding to his 

Inspirations.   
4. It is because I have not been grateful at all for so many benefits for which I had 

pleaded with you, and I did not keep the promises I made to obtain them.   
5. It is because I let my debts to you accumulate without ever payi ng them off, and I 

allow the thickening of the shadows that veil your face, without doing anything to 
dispel them, for fear of seeing me and you!   

6. It is because I am not able yet to assimilate external prosperity into the fervor of the 

interior life; and I  still need the constraint of fear and the impetus of suffering to 
follow you.   

7. O my God and my All, you see into my soul!éI really intend to please you, glorify you, 
as all the angels, and the present and future saints do.   

8. I really want to have and offer  you all the special goodness for which every angel and 

saint exists, for which I have found favor in your Presence.   
9. Truly, I want to give you all the loving adoration that you deserve; Oh! May I offer you 

all the loving adoration that you wish, and, whic h constitutes the reason for my being!   
10. O my God and my Allé  

REMEMBER ME!é  

1. I believe, with deep faith, O my Jesus, in your love for me, and I beg you to let me 
feel in my soul the reassurance of your love!   

2. ñI have had you in mind from all eternity. I have loved you with eternal love, and this 
is why I have attracted you to me, having had mercy on you! [7]ò  

3. Repeat to my soul: ñCan a mother ever forget the child of her womb, or not be moved 

by his sufferings and needs?ò  
4. Even if there could be a mother that would remain indifferent, or would forget her 

child, you reassure me: ñI will never forget you[8]ò.  
5. On one hand, I implore you: Forget me; forget my poor past of not communicating, of 

infidelity, of lost graces!   
6. On the other, I implore you: Remember all that you have said, given and done for my 

soul; remember the work you have accomplished in my life!   
7. Oh! That I may forget the world and everything in it, myself and all my things, so that 
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I may remember only you and your things.   
8. Any other memory brings discouragement, subjects me to despair; onl y the memory 

of you gives me confidence and encourages me to trust.   
9. Oh! May Mary speak to you in my favor. Remember me, Lord, now that you are in 

your kingdom! Call me to paradise [9] !   
10. O my God and my Allé  

TURN TO ME  

1. Why do you turn away from me, why do you to look at me? This saddens me 

immensely, and I feel like one going to his death, and falling into hell.   
2. Turn to me, O Lord! Have mercy on me, have pity on me! [10] . Grant me your grace, 

not according to my merits, nor in consideration of my prayer!   
3. But have mercy on me according to the goodness of  your heart, according to your 

sweet soul, according to your human and divine Nature, according to your divine 

Person [11] !   
4. Have mercy on me; be merciful with me as you were with your mo st dear servant [12] , 

forgive me, shower upon me all the mercies showered upon all the saints.   
5. I will not disappoint you again with infidelities, I will not extinguish again the sparks o f 

the spirit, I will cultivate an overabundance of love for all creatures, I will not refuse 
my neighbor again!   

6. But you forgive me, show me your face [13] ! Oh! Grant that I may see you i n all your 

creatures, though your existence in them is veiled, may I see them as a diffusion of 
yourself.   

7. Show me your face in my neighbor, who is made in your Image and likeness; in a 
special way, show me your face in the saints, in every soul, in your M other and in 
Saint Joseph.   

8. Show me your face in your angels, in each one of them individually and in all of them 
together! Oh! That I may contemplate your face in its heavenly radiance!   

9. Show me your face, O God, Jesus! In your face, more than in any othe r, is revealed 
the Most Holy Trinity. I plan to contemplate it with the tenderness and veneration of 
the Virgin Mary!   

10. O my God and my Allé  

WITH A LOUD VOICE AND TEARS  

1. A cry pierces my soul, a cry that makes me shake and weep: ñCum clamore valido et 
lacrimisò ï it is the cry of my dying Jesus! [14]   

2. If this cry causes such a terrifying echo in me, what does it cause in the heart of his 

Mother, how does it pierce the bosom of the Father?   
3. In diebus carnis suae [15] éevery day of life; that cry of a wounded heart, that cry that 

seeks the M otheréthe Father!é  
4. For the lukewarmness of every friend, for the indifference of every stranger, for the 
betrayal of every disciple, for the damnation of every degenerateé  

5. This is not a cry for vengeance, nor a cry of despair, it is the cry of a wounded heart 
that does not die, it is the cry of the saving blood!   

6. I acknowledge this cry which makes me tremble, and trembling I adore you! I receive 
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these tears that move me to tears, and weeping I adore them!   
7. Yours, all yours, I am and I will be! You will ha ve me as the image of the Father and 

Mother, totally dedicated to making every soul yours, as a spouse dedicated to your 

glory, with your grace!   
8. More than uniting mine to yours, I make mine your groaning, your cry! Oh! I cry to 

the Father through Mary: Sa ve me, O God, from death!   
9. Save me, God, from every death of sin and from any lukewarmness in my life and in 

the life of the family of souls, which, in you, is like my heart and soul.   
10. O my God and my Allé  

HAPPY DEATH  

1. O my Lord Jesus, call my soul receive my spirit; command me to come to you, and 
may my earthly life end with the death of the Just!   

2. O my Lord Jesus, receive my soul! In that hour, do not remember my failure to 

respond to yo ur grace, my infidelities to your love, my resistance to your movement.   
3. O my Lord Jesus, receive my soul! Do not remember then my many mortal and venial 

sins, my many negligenceôs and omissions in your service.  
4. O my Lord, do not let happen to me, and to anyone, what you have threatened to the 

rebels:ò At the hour of your death will not care for you, I will laugh at you!ò  
5. O my Lord Jesus, do not let happen to me, or to anyone, what you have threatened to 
the rebels:ò I will hide my face from you, and I will be watching their destruction.ò  

6. O my Lord, grant that I may say with the apostles that I have fought the good fight, 
that I have run the race, that I have been faithful!   

7. O my Lord Jesus, let not death arrive for me before I acquire every level of grac e and 
glory that you want to give me in this earthly life!   

8. O my Lord Jesus, grant that I may not die before having really aided the salvation and 

sanctification of all those souls whom, in one way or another, you have entrusted to 
me.  

9. O my Lord Jesus, gr ant that I may hear from you: Well done, good and faithful 
servant, enter in the joy of your Lord [16] , since we have loved each other so much!ò  

10. O my God and my Allé  

NOCTURNE  

The Supreme Charism IV   
1. Place me on the paths of your tenderness! Oh, that I may arrive at its source, that I 

may rest there and intoxicate and fill myself with it, through the w ays you point out to 
me humility of heart and meekness.   

2. So, I shall be humble of heart, as you are [17] , following your example, your word, your 
inspiration and motivation.   

3. But, my love , to be truthful, I do not understand this humility of heart! That must be 

why you tell me to learn it from you, my tender teacher!   
4. You do not want any other teacher for my soul you want to be its only teacher, since; 

in fact, you are the only infinite tr uth, source of all learning.   
5. Were there other teachers, they would not be meek and humble of heart as you are,

6. Now, can anyone find teachers who are humble and meek of heart in this rotten 

world, corrupted by pride and self - love, which spoils everything?   
7. If there were teachers humble and meek of heart, how could they teach something 

that only experience can giv e a taste of, and only in tasting can we understand, and 
only in understanding something can it be loved and lived!   

8. O my love, pour out from you heart into mine the streams of meekness and humility, 

let drip from your heart into mine the drops of meekness  and humility.  
9. You alone know the ways of our hearts, you alone penetrate into our innermost being, 

you alone speak within us and effect in us your divine life.   
10. O humility of heart, what are you! Are you the humility of love? And, is there anything 

more daring, more bold, more vital, more fierce, and higher than love?   
11. O my beloved, where are you now? My soul does not feel you present, and would like 

to shout after you when it feels that it is sinking into the shadows.   
12. Something has restrained me! The Lo rd is with me, because he is immense, and fills 

everything with himself, I am in the state of grace through his own grace!   
13. The Lord is in the depth of the substance of my soul, at the apex of the powers of my 

soul, totally yours, forever yours, and what e lse do you want? Suffer peacefully and in 
a spirit of penance.   

14. As a penance for your sins of lust, vain glory, excess in the love of creatures, 
irreverence to divine love, distractions and indifference.   

15. I will suffer in peace, but ñLo, in peace my bitterness is most bitter [18] ò. A good part of 
me, left in the dark, starts to look for the false light of creatures.   

16. But, I cannot resign. ñI would not want to be loved by someone for whom it would not 

matter whether he was close or far awayò ï as one of your servants was saying, as 
every heart says, even yours.   

17. ñWhat kind of love is the love that is not felt, likewise, what kind of sun would be a 
sun that does not illuminate or warm?ò says my heart in its impatience.   

18. And what glory would that be for you, my beloved? Must I be insensible to your 

essence; indifferent to whether you are near or far? You would be offended!   
19. You would have an infinite reason to be offended, because your presence  is your 

grace, your gift, something more than the state of grace.   
20. It is you in this gift of a conscious presence, and I cannot reject it! And if you, on your 

part, take you presence away from me, I can but suffer and long for your return.   
21. Return! Yes, y ou are in my innermost being, and this is fine, or totally take me to that 

inner place where you are, and where, unfortunately, I do not know how to leave or 

how to stay.   
22. Or, remaining in the innermost dwelling, come also and be in all the other habitatio ns 

of the soul, dwelling wanted and made by you.   
23. Come and stay in the house of my senses and external operations, that of the sensible 

world and the human heart, and in the ministries entrusted to me, thus, we may be 

together.   
24. You are everywhere, O my di vine immensity, but, for me, it is as if you were not 

there, if I do not feel your presence! Have pity on me, and return forever!   
25. See how I become dark without your light, how I become but matter without your 

spirit, keeping bad company, if with no one el se but myself, without your presence!   
26. Since he is far away, write daily letters to Jesus, overflowing with tenderness; letters 
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that even the most loving people cannot understand, to which they cannot respond.   
27. It was Jesus who wanted that they would not u nderstand nor respond to you, so that 

after these years of wandering, you may turn to his heart!   
28. To his heart, which wants to be yours, after having seen your heart wandering after so 

many human hearts, that you were supposed to conquer for him and not fo r yourself, 

and, this under the appearance of zeal.   
29. It is not with my fear, nor with my love, that I will win them for Jesus, but with his 

fear and his love. How many illusions I have created for myself! And these are the 

fruits!   
30. I have created illusions  voluntarily and through my own fault. You have unceasingly, 

intimately, repeated it to me, and you have been calling me to that Charism of love.  
31. O my Jesus, O my God and my All, I thank you infinitely for granting and giving 

yourself to me again in these  young at heart graces.   
32. I will write to you, my God, and I intend to place my letter sunder every corporal [19]  at 

Mass, in all the tabernacles of the sacrament of your love.   
33. B3ecause I  trust in your forgiveness and your indulgence, I trust that you will forget 

every ingratitude, infidelity and any other fault of mine.  
34. If they remain in your mind and in you heart, it is only in order to pour forth more 

living rays of light and love over  your little servant.   
35. May they remain forever in me, throughout eternity, to repair the wound and suffering 

of love, these consolations of your love.   
36. But, answer me, my dear, my child, my beloved, my God, my son, answer my daily, 

on -going letters, answer  with the most intimate manifestations of love.   
37. May the divine Spirit inspire these letters the way you like them, so that they may 

bring you glory and joy, and so that you may respond in your mysterious ways.   
38. O my God and my All, have pity on me again a nd forever as you have done up to now, 

and even more - if possible! Yes, Lord, I know everything is possible to Your all -

powerful love!   
39. You see how I suffer for those whom I love, how the clutches penetrate into my flesh, 

tearing it away from my bones, tear ing it to pieces ï without exaggeration.   
40. And now, they break my bones, as with ferocious snaps, and my heart is reduced to 

pieces and thrown under rough feet, as those of butchers and savages.   
41. It is fine, it is fine! Since I have turned by back to my spe cial vocation, ñto focus on 
you all the tenderness of the human heart, ñO God-Man, O God -Jesus.   

42. And you have been taking pity on me, because you alone really love, O my most 

sweet God, O my Son! You have been taking pity on me, only because of your love.  
43. Yours, yours, I am yours! My God I am yours. My God, my God, I am yours, a 

thousand times, an eternity of times, I will repeat it, I am yours! Respond, my most 
dear one!é  

44. You embrace me again, I rest at your knees, I hold your head on my heart, thirty -

th ree, seventy - two kisses to your humanity and divinity, in your very self, in your 
angels, in your saints, in Mary!   

45. I cover you with countless kisses; I kiss your eyes and forehead, your cheeks and 
your mouth, your hands and your chest, your wounded heart,  alive in love and 
suffering.   

46. You are mine and you do not change. Take me, take me as yours; as you take me, 
then with me, take also those whom I love, whom you love more than I do!   

47. Take as yours also those whom I have been calling for so long, and I did  not find them 
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worthy of me, and how could that have been if they were to be yours and not for me?   
48. Take as yours also the one I had called my child, because you made him so good for 

me, so compassionate, so faithful to me that he was like a little mother;  may he be a 

saint!   
49. May he be blessed by you because he has been you image for me. He was a sweet, 

little image of your love for me, O my Lord. Oh! May he be blessed by you, my child!   
50. O my God, when will you grant me the perfection of love for my neighbo r, so that I 

may love him always more, and in turn, this love for my neighbor may increase my 

love for you [20] ?

Chapter 1 -  HUMILITY   

HUMILITY  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, before Your Truth and 
Justice, I confess that I have fallen, and that I live in excessive esteem of 

myself, while  desiring the esteem of others.  

2.  O my God and my All, You, Yourself, created the soul with these legitimate 
tendencies, based on the original superiority of man, and on his pre -eminence 

over all created beings.  

3.  You, Yourself, my God and my All, have p laced in the soul these two tendencies 

that are so useful, because they are meant to maintain and elevate the dignity 
of the individual, and to establish and perfect human sociability.  

4.  On account of Original Sin and my many personal sins, these two tend encies, as 

all others, have suffered a departure from their original goal, and a corruption 
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of their operation.  

5.  And behold, we have self esteem and an excessive desire for the esteem of 
others motivated by vain and empty goods, illusory qualities, or d irectly 

against the rights of truth and justice.  

6.  O my God and my All, I ask and beg of You, through the humility of the Saints, 

the humility of Mary, and the humility of the Incarnate Word of God, Who 
humbled Himself to the point of death, make me humbl e!  

7.  O my God and my All, I ask and beg You to make me humble, for the sake of 

the Truth that You are, for the Justice that You want to establish, for that 
Generosity with which You offer Yourself, and for that Glory that You are 

promoting!  

8.  Grant to my  intellect all those profound and brilliant convictions of Your Truth 

and mine; grant to my will all those profound and earnest longings for Your 
Divine Justice and mine, since they are the foundations of Holy Humility.  

9.  May Holy Humility purge any pride , elevate, transform and utilize these two 

tendencies of self esteem and esteem from others, so that from them we may 
derive strength and enthusiasm for the supernatural world, meritorious 

treasures for me, and glory for You.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

AGAINST PRIDE  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, let me discover all the 
malice of pride, so that, I may share in that infinite hatred with which You 

despise and fight it.  

2.  May I see in it the root of every disorder, deeply entrenched in my fallen 
nature, constantly nurtured in me by the spirit of the world, the devil and the 

flesh.  

3.  I see pride in my authoritarian attitude and spirit of independence, with all my 

prejudice s and contradictions, with all my obstinacy and arrogance, with my 
complete lack of charity and my corrupt behavior.  

4.  O my God and my All, grant that pride may never again deceive my poor 

conscience, impair my faculties, corrupt my virtues, upset my spir itual life, 
employ for evil the talents given me for good.  
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5.  May I never again be dominated by love for praise; that I may never again be a 
victim of irritation and discouragement, whenever I am not praised. May 

approval or blame never again be cause for  my joy or sadness  

6.  May I never again count on myself, but on You; may I never again act for me, 
but for You. You want Holy Humility as a necessary condition for giving us Your 

Grace, which is absolutely necessary for Your creature.  

7.  O my God, may I ne ver deserve that rejection that You have for the proud; 

may I never deserve the punishment in which You leave them in their 
barrenness, in their ever more dangerous failures, in that ever more 

humiliating decadence.  

8.  Thank You, my God and my All, for the  discontent that You allow me to feel for 
the whole world, that dislike of all things and fear of myself because of the 

poison of pride in my interior and exterior life.  

9.  Thank You, my God and my All, for the need that You allow me to feel, for a 

profoun d transformation in my internal world, and for the knowledge and 
impetus that You give me toward general progress; You open the doors for me 

and give me the means for this transformation and progress in Holy Humility.  

10.  O my God and my Allé. 

GENERAL CONFESSION ON HUMILITY  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, in the presence of the 

Church Triumphant, Suffering and Militant, in the presence of the Holy Family, 
of the Seven Spirits Assisting at the Throne of God, and my Guardian Angel, I 

make my confession of humility.  

2.  I have committed many sins in thought, word, action and omission, against the 

Divine Commandments and Precepts, as well as against my duties, and I have 
bee n occasion or cause of sin for others.  

3.  I have raised so many oppositions and disobediences to many Divine 

Inspirations, with which I had been favored through the intercession of the 

Angels and Saints, and through Your Own direct intervention, O my Lord;  I 
have been cause or occasion of similar faults in others.  

4.  I could have done so much good, I could have gained so many merits, I could 

have saved so many souls, which I was expected to do by virtue of my 
covenant of love with You, my Lord; through my o wn idleness I have neglected 

it, I have wasted it, and I have been the cause of occasion of similar faults in 
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others.  

5.  I have received innumerable graces of every kind, I have not cooperated with 
them, I have not been grateful, I have abused them shamefu lly, and I have 

lost all the others that would have followed them, and through my own fault, 
the same has happened to others.  

6.  I have done some good, also, but I have done it with so many imperfections, 
that I sincerely doubt its goodness, especially bec ause of my intentions and 

dispositions, which are always tainted by the desire to satisfy my sensuality 
and pride.  

7.  I have done much evil, and I have made it worse under the cover of hypocrisy, 

with so many sophisticated excuses, with so many cautions, so that it may look 
good and I may not be punished, so that it could remain hidden, thus 

defrauding myself and my neighbor.  

8.  I have good reasons to believe that You have rewarded me in this world with so 

many small and great advantages, comforts and hono rs, with which I have 
been surrounded, because of the little good that I have done; I am now left 

only with my nothingness and my sin!  

9.  O my God, great has been Your mercy and pleasure toward me! 

Notwithstanding the great talents and ideals that You have  given me, I confess 
that I am the worst sinner, and, that I feel the need to make reparation, 

according to truth and justice.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

PARTICULAR CONFESSION OF HUMILITY  

1.  I acknowledge and confess that by myself alone I am nothing in essence and 

nothing in existence; even in my natural condition, I depend totally on Your 
creative and sustaining action.  

2.  I acknowledge and confess that by myself alone I am the nothingness  in 

essence, and the nothingness in existence; I am much less in the supernatural 

life, in which I depend totally on Your Habitual and Actual Graces, Preventive 
and Concomitant Graces, General and Special Graces!  

3.  I acknowledge and embrace my condition o f absolute, essential dependence on 

You. I acknowledge and embrace my duty of total, universal submission to 
You, since more than just being difficult for me to do anything good, it is quite 

impossible!  
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4.  I acknowledge and embrace the role of mercy rather  than justice in my 
relationship with You; I acknowledge and embrace the indispensable condition 

of humility to obtain from Your Mercy what I cannot receive from Your Justice.  

5.  I adore the great Law of Prayer, I accept the great Instrument of Prayer, I am 
thankful for the great Gift of Prayer, I consecrate myself to a Life of Prayer, in 

accordance with my state of absolute need of You.  

6.  You have given me a personality and freedom with which I make mine my 

actions, and with which I am an Image and Like ness of You. Oh, how I have 
twisted this Image and Likeness of You in me through my weaknesses and 

imperfections!  

7.  Behold Your Image, my Lord, my Lord, mutilated by the illusions and 
allurements of evil inclinations; behold Your Image made slave to the t yranny 

of my idle and lukewarm ways; behold Your Image without defense against the 

influence of the world, the devil and the flesh. I give it back to You!  

8.  In my being, I am always a restriction of Your gift of life and perfection; in my 
acting, I am alw ays a loss and reduction of Your gift of merit, when I am not a 

desecration or an abuse.  

9.  O my Lord God, You who erect the Throne of Your Mercy on my misery, grant 

that I may long for You and unite myself to You with humility and confidence, 
inversely pr oportioned to my nothingness and powerlessness, for the glory of 

Your Love!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

CONDITION OF HUMILITY (Nisi converse fueritisé)[1]   

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, I believe, worship and 

embrace the law and the condition of humility that You express in the Gospel: 
ñIf you do not convert and become like little children, you will not enter the 

Kingdom of Heaven.ò[2]  

2.  When will I enter Your Kingdom, my Lord? Your Kingdom is the peace of soul 

that I seek, is the integral perfection toward which I am tending, is the et ernal 
happiness that I am longing for, it is possessing You and being possessed by 

You in the fullness of grace and glory.  

3.  While You give me the idea of being among the princes of Your Kingdom, on 
account of my lack of humility, I feel that I am incapab le of entering, and see 

myself ejected from Your Kingdom, into the darkness, because of the 
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selfishness and pride that dominate in me.  

4.  Grant me the perfection of Holy Humility! Only in it, I understand it now ï

7.  O my God and my All, I believe that Holy Humility is the only principle of moral 
greatness, both in time and eternity, since You have revealed that the one who 

wants to be first, must become like a little child; must take the last place, as 
servant of all.  

8.  I believe that Holy Humility is the principle behind the consolation of seeing 

Your Face, feeling Your Tenderness, Your Embraces and Kisses, which Y ou give

9.  I believe that Holy Humility is the most favorable beginning of every initiative, 
since You use only the most humble instruments; it is the most effective 

beginning of any success, since on ly the humble offer You all the glory that You 
want!

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! You despise the proud, but 
find  Your delight in the humble; You have combined Your Mercy with Your 

Truth.  

2.  I consecrate myself to Holy Humility of mind, heart and life; to the 

acknowledgment of my nothingness in my being and in my acting; to the just 
admission of my sinfulness, which causes the loss of all good!  

3.  Grant that I may fully comprehend more and more my nothingness but You, 

Who are essentially the Creator, You find Your delight intervening in my

7.  I want and accept the favor of being forgotten; I will never talk about myself, 

saying neither good nor bad. I want to remain quiet in my nothingness; I want 
to spend my life sorrowing for my sins and singing  of Your glories.  

8.  I am well aware that you clothe me with You own worthiness, but I must vanish 

from the notice of every mind and heart; You alone must be in me the object 
of othersô esteem and love. 

9.  O Humility ,  Humility ! O Humility seen in: the Holy  church! Jesus Christ! Mary 
Most Holy! Saint Joseph! I consecrate myself to You! O Truth, God the Father! 

O Truth, God the Son! O Truth, God the Holy Spirit! I consecrate myself to You!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

ACTS OF HUMILITY  

1.  O my God and my All, Father, Son and Holy Spirit! Mercifully grant that I may 

understand practice all the lessons of humility that Jesus has taught by way of 
example and words.

You do it, my God!  

6.  Only You, Divine Wisdom, can listen to infinity of differing prayers and reconcile 

them with the freedom of souls and Your Immutability.  

7.  How is it that You grant an audience to poor mo rtal sinners and want them in 
continuous conversation with Your Divine Majesty?  

8.  And even more, how is it that You, my Lord, place in this relationship with Your 
creatures Your Delight and Your Glory? You place upon us the law of prayer as 

our spiritual work for the Bread of Life.  

9.  Our Life of prayer is not a simple invitation or counsel, but an absolute 
command with forceful imperatives, so that on prayer depends our own 

salvation!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

RESPONSIBILITY FOR PRAYER  

1.  Now I understand why You make me feel so many needs, so many fears, so 

much emptiness, deficiency and poverty in my own self and in my neighbor.  
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2.  Not so that  I may complain about my neighbor, or that I may rebel against You, 
or that I maybe troubled about myself, but only to have one appeal to You, call 

You, seek You, find and possess You.  

3.  You are the only remedy for every evil, O Unique Salvation, Unique S ource of 
Every Good, O my Treasure, O my Friend, O Unique Bread of Heaven for every 

heart, O my God!  

4.  Since I have not lived a life of prayer, I have no excuses for my ignorance, my 

malice, my frailty and bareness, my lack of progress and my regress!  

5.  Only You know how responsible I am for any of my neighborôs evil, which I 
could have alleviated or thwarted through prayer, which I did not do!  

6.  Poor me, for not having properly invested the Divine Talent, for having buried 
it [4] , when I could have obtained any grace with it, knowing that it is as 

valuable as Your Blood!  

7.  Infinitely blessed are You, my Lord! You had Your Saints and Your Angels 
praying for me until I would unite myself to Your People in prayer.  

8.  Blessed are You, Lord, for all the graces of prayer, with which You elevate souls 
to Your Divine Union, to which leads this Mystical Ladder, and all the ones who 

ascend it.  

9.  Blessed are You, Lord, for all the multitudes of Co ntemplatives whom You have 
chosen as Apostles of Prayer for the militant and suffering humanity.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

CONSECRATION TO PRAYER  

1.  I wanted a means to be in the Communion  of Saints, for every fight against 

evil, for every good deed, and, You have given it to me.  

2.  I wanted a sign of Your Love, a sign more certain than good deeds, and as safe 
as sufferings, and You have shown it to me, O my Most Blessed God.  

3.  We dedicat e ourselves to prayer! Make us effective lovers for our brothers, men 

of holy desires, powerful intercessors for our people.  

4.  We consecrate ourselves to a life of prayer, since from the top of this Mystical 

Ladder; You invite us with desires, the pledge of Your Gifts, the Dawn of Your 
Graces.  
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5.  I consecrate myself to this endless conversation with You, as the only effective 
exercise of our Divine Union, which starts, grows, and reaches perfection only

7.  Grant me the fullness of Faith that is complete trust in Your Universal Pr omises, 

that Faith that dares to ask and hope for everything, that Faith that dares to 
ask and hope for everything, that Faith that obtains Your greatest Gifts, so that 

I may better glorify You.  

8.  Grant me the fullness of that humility that overcomes all  insinuations and 
discouragements that come from the enemy of prayer; that humility that 

lovingly brings You Glory down to my level.  

9.  Grant me the childlike confidence of a creature, the confidence that captures 

Your Heart; grant me the constancy and per severance that overcomes even 
Your resistance.  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

THE SPIRIT OF PRAYER  

1.  You, Yourself, my God and my All, fill the earth with temples, and the temples 
with thrones  and springs of graces; You want the whole universe to be a house 

of prayer, and every heart to be in a constant prayer.  

2.  You, my Jesus and my God, prayed in order to teach us to pray, and You have 

become our Eternal Intercessor; You have linked Your Pre sence to prayer.  

3.  Your whole Life, and the lift of the Elect is prayer. All You works and the works 
of the Elect tend to lift the universe to God with the lever and currents of 

prayer!  

4.  As You command us to love You with all our heart and our mind, so You want 

that we pray with all our heart and mind, since only a life of love is a life of 
prayer.  

5.  Grant that I may understand that all internal and external acts and all creatures 

must be directed to You, as unending ecstasy of loving prayer!  

6.  Grant t hat I may understand that the life of prayer is the imitation of the 
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Interior Life of Jesus, Mary and Joseph, and of the conversation of the Divine 
Word within the Bosom of the Father, with the Holy Spirit!  

7.  You have promised us the Holy Spirit, so that He may be in us a spirit of prayer, 

so that He, Himself, may be pleading in us and for us.  

8.  O my Lord God, send the Spirit of prayer to the temple of our soul, so that with 

His Gifts, He may enable us to live a life of constant prayer, in the temple of 
Godôs Immensity. 

9.  May Your Holy Spirit teach us the etiquette of Your Divine Audience, may He 

conform our wills to Your Desires, and may He fill us with His indescribable 
groaning.

THE FORMULA OF PRAYER  

1.  Blessed are You, Lord, for having authored, for all humankind, the Book of 

Prayer, that now is the Voice of the Church in prayer; the Divine Book of the 
Psalms, our revered Breviary!

8.  May my every prayer  share in the redeeming merit of the Incarnate Word, as 
the voice of His Blood, and of the sanctifying merit of the Holy Spirit. May my 

every prayer be an outpouring of the Fruits and Gifts of the Holy Spirit!  

9.  O, that everyone of my words may be pleasin g to You; O! may my soul find 

favor in Your Presence! May all my being hear the Divine Answers in the 
constant, vital communications! O, that I may not be only talking!  

10.  O my God and my Allé 

THE WORLD OF PRAYER  

1.  O my God and my All! O! How I would like to see flowering in every valley and 
shining on every hill, a community, with a hermit in every cave, with a stylite 

on every column, in unending prayer!  

2.  Make it happen in every pla ce profaned by sinners, or consecrated by the Elect; 

in every place where the Eucharist is offered or reserved, in every place where 
ñReligiousò have lived!

3.  O! How I would like that every train on earth, every ship in the sea, and every

5.  May every day be for me, and for all my brethren, a sacred Vigil for future 
graces, a sacred Octa ve for past graces [8] ; may every day be for me the grand 

day for the Lord!  

6.  May my every action, or series of actions, be Your Hour! May every decade of 
my rosary, every Psalm of my Bre viary, every conversation with a book or a 

brother, be, for me, an Hour of encounter with You.  

7.  May every thought that comes to my mind be directed to You; may every 

affection felt in my heart be directed to You! May every internal and external 
act of mi ne be an unending rising in prayer to You!  

8.  Only in this atmosphere of continuous, supernatural rising, will I be able to see 

fully and eradicate in myself everything that is imperfect. Only in this 
continuous, supernatural rising will I see flourishing and multiplying in myself 

every virtue.  
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9.  Only when I am completely ready, dedicated, applied and accomplished in 
prayer, will I be able to properly understand, receive and follow Your 

Inspirations, Your Divine Action, and Your Union.

1. I will not thing of You any more, my God, as Great, Beautiful, Good, the Sovereign, 
the Best, the Most Beautiful, because You are Greatness, Goodness and Beauty!   

2. There should be ano ther name to call You, expressing what You are, and every 

perfection, without faults or limits, the essential being, the most simple being.  
3. O God Omnipotence, O God Wisdom, O God Bounty, O God Holiness, O God Truth, O 

God Beauty, O God Love, O God Fidelit y, O God Happiness, O God and All in Truth and 
Love.   

4. O God Providence, O God Justice, O God Mercy, O God Longanimity, O God 
Generosity, O God Freedom, O God Eternity, O God Immensity, O God Infinity, O God 
Immutability.  

5. O God the Father, God the Son, God  the Holy Spirit! O God Creator, O God Savior, O 
God Sanctifier, O God of the worlds, O God of the centuries, O God of the heavens, O 

God and All in Truth and Love.   
6. O God of the Angels, O God of the Archangels, O God of the Principalities, O God of 

the Po wers, O God of the Virtues, O Cherubim, O God of the Seraphim, O God of my 

Angel.  
7. O God of the Patriarchs, O God of the Prophets, O God of the Levites, God of the 

Apostles, God of the Martyrs, God of Virgins, God of Founders, God of the Heroes, God 
of the  Geniuses, God of the Pope, God of the Virgin Mary!   

8. O God Become Man, Jesus Christ! O God Infant Jesus, O God Adolescent Jesus, O God 

Young Jesus, O God Jesus Teacher, O God Jesus King, O God Jesus Judge, God of my 
life, God of my heart, God of my soul!   

9. God Jesus Humiliated, God Jesu Rejected, God Jesus Crucified, God Jesus Victim, God 
Jesus High Priest, God Jesus of the Resurrection, God Jesus of the Ascension, God of 
the Eucharist, God of my heart, God of my soul.   

10. O my God and my Allé

1. O my Lord, God, O my Trinity, whom I adore, in Your Divinity You are worthy of so 
much glory, of so much adoration, praise and thanksgiving, that it should really be 
infinite!

6. And behold I die, because even that level of superior life is expended by that effort. 

But no, (O how marvelous!) I do not die, but I find myself on another level, in another 
realm of life, much superior to the previous one!   

7. As the life of an Angel, all spiritual, all supernatural, more inflamed with love, more 
compelled to offer You the Glory that You deserve; once again it appears to be 
infinite!é  

8. Under this effort of love, my life is exhausted and I do not die, but I find myself totally 
in Jesus Christ! And even the Divine Humanity of Jesus Christ is expended under the 

burden of love!   
9. Your Merit is always more infinite. With Jesus, through Jesus and in Jesus, I find 

myself in You, and You are in the soul as a living fire that constantly burns the 

sacrifice, in order to give more life, and, it gives more life in order to be able to 
sacr ifice more!   

10. O indefinite advancement of immolations, resurrections and ascensions to superior 
immolations, resurrections and ascensions in the Life of Jesusô Blood, and in the Fire of 

the Holy Spirit!   
11. O my God and my Allé  
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1.  O my God and my All! Infinite Benefactor, be merciful to me a sinner [1] ! What 
will I give You for all You have done for me [2] ? In the mean time, I a m a 

monster of ingratitude!  

2.  I am that poor soul that You found abandoned on the street, covered with 
sores, and You picked it up and healed it, and now it has abandoned, 

disregarded, and forgotten You!  

3.  I am Your loved one, whom You freed from the ene mies; You led me by the 

hand through the desert; You placed me in the Promised Land, and then, I 
have abandoned, disregarded, forgotten You.  

4.  I am Your chosen creature, You made me Your child, and as a child, You fed me 

and You lifted me up to You, and then, I have abandoned, disregarded and 
forgotten You.  

5.  Without Your gifts of Nature and Grace, I would have been even unable to sin, 
and, lo, I have shamefully abused Your gifts, I have made them a weapon of 

offense and death, against myself and You.  

6.  Now I am converting to You, and I want to thank You for everything, and this 
too is Your gift; my blindness is so bad that I am unable to count Your benefits.  

7.  Even if I were able to count them, I could never fully comprehend their infinite 
value, nor thank You adequately, since they all come from You, O my Infinite 

Good!  

8.  O my God and my All, kindly make known to me Your gifts, their number and 
their value, as you did with the Chosen People, through a Divine Lament of 

Love that may wound my heart.  

9.  I will open the memorial books of Your gifts, the ones You have commanded to 

be written down, the ones You Yourself have written down; but, You Lord, open 
my mind and my heart to their Divine Meaning.  

10.  O my God and my Allé

1.  Space and time open for me the book of nature, I understand it. Every element, 
every phenomenon, every law is an act of Infinite Love for me!  

2.  Thank You, Lord, for every patch of sky, for every r ay of light, for every twinkle

CHAPTER 5 -  Canticles of Penance   

PENANCE! PENANCE!  

1.  My Jesus, You are so eager to be with sinners and to take upon Y our shoulders 

the sins of the world, that You truly appear to be sin and cursed, in order to 
obtain for us forgiveness through the grace of humility and penance.  

2.  Is it because of this that at Your Birth, they refused You a human dwelling and 

put You in the one for beasts? Sin is not worthy to be in the dwelling of men! 
But men were totally wrong about You!  

3.  Is it because of this that at the end of Your Life, You were forced outside the 
walls to die on the Cross, outside the city? Sin must be put to dea th, being 

unworthy of the life of men. But, once again men were wrong about You!  

4.  Is it because of this that, at the beginning of Your Public Life, the Spirit led You 
into the desert? Sin and the devil must be relegated outside the society of 

men; and th e Spirit could not be wrong about You.  

5.  You were not wrong when You considered it a duty of justice to make a public 

profession of sinfulness, asking the baptism of penance, lowering Yourself into 
the waters of the Jordan, in the greatest possible humil iation for You.  

6.  Nor was the Father wrong about You, who at the depth of Your humiliation, 

opened the immensity of the skies of His Glory, and let the Spirit descend upon 
You, with all the delight of His Infinite Truth and Holiness.  

7.  High above the tr ansfiguration of the Most Holy into a sinner, high above that 
humiliation of penance that officially marks the beginning of the Ministry of 

Redemption, resounds the Voice: ñThis is my beloved Son in whom I am well 
pleased, listen to him, follow him, imitat e him [1]ò 

8.  Now I know what to do to obtain that the skies will open and may descend upon 

me the Spirit, the Consoler and Sanctifier, and that I may be surrounded by 
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the Divine Delight i n the Divine Predilections of the Father, the Son and the 
Holy Spirit.  

9.  It is easy for me to condemn every sin, it is easy for me so to lead a fight 

against all sins, especially the sins of others; it is easy for me to preach 
penance and humility, maybe  even with austerity greater than what the Saints 

themselves employed.  

10.  It is not too difficult for me either to acknowledge the fact that I am a sinner 

and that I need humility and penance, and to abase myself in the truth of my 
nothingness and my faul ts before my own self, before You, my Lord God, 

before the Virgin Mary and the Saints.  

11.  It is very hard for me, however, to divest myself before men of the external 
habit of goodness and spirituality (which is the only thing that attracts my 

neighbor to  be close to me with a little honor and love), in order to make 

known to them my distorted intentions, my vulgar inclinations, my materialistic 
actions.  

12.  But all the Gospels accuse me of hypocrisy, the heavens are closed to me as 

to a Pharisee, all Divi ne Mercies avoid me, because I am running away from 
the truth, inseparable companion of mercy.  

13.  I am longing, however, for the heavens to open and the Holy Spirit, the 
Consoler and Sanctifier, to descend upon me, that I may be surrounded by all 

the del ight of the Divine Predilections of the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Spirit.  

14.  I confess that I have done many evil things, I have omitted many good things, 

and that I have done very poorly the little good that I have done, in thoughts, 
words and actions ; in the aim, in the object and circumstances. I confess it to 

my neighbor in this world and of my time; I confess it to my superiors, equals 
and subordinates; all this through my fault only, my most grievous fault.  

15.  In the confusion caused by my sins, I bow my head and my entire being, as a 
culprit confessing his guilt, as a culprit listening to his sentence, as a criminal 

awaiting his execution.  

16.  The culprit is in the arena of the amphitheater of the universe, and all 
creatures pass him by, from peo ple and angels alike, the culprit implores ï 

with his alarming silence ï a word of mercy.  

17.  The creatures that we consider inferior pass by, and they see me below their 

own level, and they too are filled with the wrath of the Lord Who has been 



offended, and they too are moved by the groanings from the Heart of the Lord, 
Who has been wounded.  

18.  With all their instinctive power of obedience, these inferior creatures are ready 

to take part in the vengeance against this poor animal, who was gifted with 
rea son, but abdicated his reason to become a brute, and become completely 

foolish (the culprit blushes).  

19.  My equals, men, my own brothers, go by, they shake their heads, they 

sharpen their tongues and raise their voices, and they elucidate their highest 
mo ral criteria to condemn my sins (the culprit turns pale).  

20.  Do not be afraid of exaggeration in the condemnation of my sins, brothers; do 

not be afraid of going too far in vengeance against evil and against my sins.  

21.  Superior creatures go by. O Angel s, Angels, Angels! O my Angel! O my seven, 

living Flames of Love before my One and Triune Lord, my Love -God, my Love 
and my All! (The culprit shakes).  

22.  What do you say, what do you do, O my Angels, to this living abuser of the 

Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit? To this living manure of the Seven Capital Sins, 
you who are the most crystal clear mirror of the mind and heart of my God?  

23.  The culprit is in the middle of the arena of the amphitheater of the universe, 
and all creatures, one by one pass by him . He is full of confusion and fear. 

They are full of horror and contempt; every one of them covers him with a 
handful of ashes.  

24.  My Angel, with sadness and sweetness says: òLook up! Do you see any Divine 

Lightning coming down from the eternal mountains? ò A veil of protection and a 

motherly smile surrounds the culprit. The Virgin Mary has come down!  

25.  The Son of God, the Savior, comes down! With His Divine Mercy, He purifies 
the culprit with the Blood of Redemption. In Him, Divine Justice finds complete  

satisfaction for the culprit, in the Blood of Redemption!  

26.  With Him comes down the Divine Holiness to lift him and unite him to the 

Saints and to the Angels in censuring, rejecting and destroying every evil of his 
and the world; the Divine Holiness ent rusts him, renewed and pure, to Divine 

Love, to make him ñsponsa Trinitatisò ï spouse of the Trinity!  

27.  I linger on the banks of the Jordan, among the echoes of the amicable Voice of 
the Father; but, in vain I look for Jesus among the crowds, in vain I l ook for 

the Divine Dove in the heavens. I come; I come with You to the desert!  



28.  Until now, my nature has been trembling with horror, entering the desert and 
after the first experience of it, my nature has been pining away with 

melancholy, since the sin living within me was starting to see its own death 
and burial, and the desolation of the cemetery!  

29.  But sin is already dead in me, and buried through the Baptism of Your Blood, 

the vision of spiritual life has appeared to me, and at my entering the dese rt, I 
see a blooming of lilies and Angels flying all around me.  

30.  The lilies follow You wherever You go, and the Angels reveal Your Presence. I 
come to You, since You are waiting for me for a loving encounter, to share the 

secrets of love, the gifts of l ove, the unions of love.  

31.  Oh! How beautiful this stay in the desert is going to be! This undisturbed, 
celestial conversation of love, alone with my Lord, heart to heart, with my 

Beloved among perfumed lilies, among the angels in Adoration! In silence, in 

peace, in a Paradise!  

32.  The desert, even with Jesus there, is never the ultimate destination. Oh sweet 
pilgrimage through the desert, where the manna coming down from heaven is 

our food, containing within it every sweetness [2] . 

33.  Oh sweet pilgrimage through the desert! Where the radiance of Godôs Face is 

the Pillar of Fire that guides me during the night, and the shadow of Godôs 
Hand is the Cloud that leads me during the day, consta ntly advancing toward 

the Promised Land [3] .  

34.  But, where are we going, Lord? Again to the world of men? Oh, how sad it is 
to go back to the human confusion from a world of earthly parad ise! Once 

again, as always, sin closes a paradise and opens a mess.  

35.  Poor as I am, living in a world of sin, in a nature inclined to sin, in an 

environment saturated with sin, in a mess of causes and effects of sin. How do 
I embrace the law of work and fight in my condition of pilgrim?  

36.  I see a mountain on the horizon. At its top there are no earthly cities, but 

flames and flames! It is Mount Horeb [4]  or Mount Sinai [5] ? More, or better! It is 
Calvary with its Cross, with the Crucified, with that Sacred Heart!  

37.  I do not want to contemplate from far away the miraculous vision of the 
burning bush th at burns without consuming [6] , the vision of Your Wounded 

Heart, that bleeds and burns and is not consumed under the multitude of our 
sins, which are burned up and annihilated by God -Just ice, Mercy and Love!  
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38.  O Divine Wounds! O Divine Blood ! O  Divine Flames ! He does not understand, 
who believes that You are only wounds, blood and flames of love and suffering! 

You are also wounds and flames of infinite hated and zeal against every moral 
evil; You are wounds and flames who destroy every fault.  

39.  O my God, I c ome; I come to adore You in Your Infinite Glory, Justice and 

Love, exceedingly offended by my sins and the sins of all men. After having 
purified myself once and forever from my sins, I ascend to You.  

40.  Having freed my soul from sin, I gather and throw a ll my sins and those of the 
whole world to burn in the fire of Your divine Love, not only to destroy them, 

but also to use them ultimately for the triumph of Your Glory.  

41.  Oh! How indebted I am to You! Your Justice does not scare me, but inspires 
me with  confidence, no less than Your Mercy. Oh You Justice and Your Mercy 

are but two aspects of the Infinite Love that You are!  

42.  I do not want You to be less jealous, less severe, less demanding, less just; 

likewise, I do not want You to be less Holy, less M erciful, less Loving, less God. 
I come with open hand and open heart!  

43.  The Spirit leads You into the desert for the triumphal fight against evil and 

against every principle of evil. You expect me and entertain me in the desert to 

unite me to You, in lov e in the form of hatred of sin.  

44.  Led by Your spirit, I ascend the mountain of God in the desert; I get close to 
the burning bush of Your Heart! Your Spirit, Flame of love and hatred, of 

sorrow and zeal, establishes the contact for the fusion of our hear ts.  

45.  Oh! How I wish to be enfolded, devoured, consumed by these flames, so that I 

may be completely a wound of love and sorrow, a flame of hated and zeal, and 
inflaming every soul around me, in time and space.  

46.  May this flame be communicated to othe rs and become stronger, more 

roaring, more triumphant, more devouring may the whole world of sin be the 
burning bush of the glory of Your Holiness, Residence and Throne of Your 

living, communicating, triumphant Presence.  

47.  May the whole world and every soul, made spotless in the blood and in the fire 

(Blood of God - the -Redeemer; Fire of God - the Sanctifier), be like Your Own

Tree of Life.
